n 2005, the Philippine Government called on the

private sector to support the hosting of the Philippine

Southeast Asian Games (SEA Games). Global port op-

erator International Container Terminal Services, Inc.

(ICTSI) responded to the call by supporting the Philip-

pine Golf Team’s campaign in the SEA Games and by
hosting and co-organizing the Games’ golf event at The Country
Club (TCC) in Sta. Rosa, Laguna. This sponsorship gave birth
to the ICTSI Golf Program with the ICTSI Public Relations Office
as program manager.

At that time, ICTSI was on its 13th year of organizing the ICTSI
Invitational, attended by over 100 business executives doing
business with ICTSI. On one hand, the ICTSI Public Relations
Office was on its third year of organizing The Country

Club Invitational - Don Pocholo Razon Memorial Cup, the
Philippines’ largest professional golf tournament established
in honor of the late Enrique “Don Pocholo” Razon Sr., ICTSI
Founding Chairman. The TCC Invitational is one vehicle
where Enrique K. Razon Jr., ICTSI Chairman and President,
supports golf development in the country. Mr. Razon is also
the Chairman of the TCC.

The Philippines won the gold and silver medals in the team
categories of the men’s and ladies events, respectively; and
gold and silver medals in the individual men’s and ladies
categories.

Likewise, ICTSI successfully hosted and co-organized the golf
event at the TCC. Since the 2005 SEA Games, ICTSI has been
leading the private sector in the development and promotion
of golf in the Philippines. The Company has become the
country’s largest corporate benefactor of the sport.

The ICTSI Golf Program approaches golf development

in the Philippines holistically. It primarily focuses on

golfer development by providing athletes their training
requirements, assistance in competing in local and
international tournaments, and by helping sustain a vibrant
golfing community in the country. The Program also fosters
value formation, instilling honesty, sportsmanship, respect
and integrity among its beneficiaries.

The Golf Program selects
promising Filipino golfers. It
has a golfer management
system, which provides
personal and athletic
development, and long-term
career pathing. To achieve
these, the Program has two (2]
subprograms that journey with
a golfer’'s growth:

AMATEUR

Through a golfer management system for female amateurs,
ICTSI supports select amateur golfers in their training
needs, including coaching, physical fitness and provision

of equipment and uniforms; home schooling/academic
scholarship; and participation in local and international
tournaments. The Program follows a strict merit and
evaluation system in retaining its beneficiaries. It also
assists amateur players in their transition to professional

players.

PROFESSIONAL

Through its sponsorship of the men’s and ladies’ circuits of
the Philippine Golf Tour (PGT), the country’s national pro golf
league, ICTSI supports the country’s professional golfers

by providing them with a tournament circuit that showcases
their talent, hones their skills, and allows them to earn from
the sport. Through a golfer management system for pros,
ICTSI assists select players at the top of the Order of Merit
of both the men’s and ladies circuits in their regional and
international campaigns.

In 2015, ICTSI further enhanced
lc-rs-l the Golf Program, specifically
Fourdatian, bng. | its subprogram for amateurs,
by involving its corporate social
responsibility unit, the ICTSI Foundation, Inc. Through the
Foundation, the Program hopes to include qualified and
interested youth from the marginalized sector. These may
cover introducing the sport in public schools or include
into the Program, indigent youth working informally as ball
pickers, caddies and grass cutters, and children of low-
income golfers and caddies.

On one hand, the Golf Program is seen to enhance the
Foundation’s sports program - the third pillar of the
Foundation’s core advocacy, the youth. Aside from sports,
the other two pillars are education and community welfare.
The Foundation’s programs are designed to provide support
mechanisms that would help young beneficiaries develop
their full potential.

Going global. Riding on the success of the men’s and ladies
local tours, Pilipinas Golf Tournaments Inc. launched Asia’s
newest pro golf circuit - the PGT Asia - in August 2017 to
provide a new, rewarding venue for foreign campaigners

to compete in Asia. PGT Asia is a new venue for global
shotmakers to hone their games in preparation for other
professional tournaments around the world.

The men and women behind the rise of Philippine golf as a
golfing haven this side of the world have seen the need to
further grow the sport here, and the positive feedback from
foreign players, particularly on the Filipinos” acumen in
organizing and hosting big-time golf tournaments pave the
way for the establishment of the PGTA.

The first five legs of the inaugural season offered a
US$100,000 prize fund each. In 2018, a total of US$1.7
million will be staked and in 2019 US$2 million with plans
to increase the purse in the future aimed at luring more and
more foreign players.

The PGTA, besides serving as a welcome boost to the
country’s golf tourism program, is geared towards offering
golfers from the Philippines, Asia and other parts of the
world another platform on which to play, and at the same
time complement each country’s national golf tour and the
existing regional circuits.

Plans are underway to hold future legs in other parts of
Asia, making the PGTA a key circuit to compete in.

Golf is slowly — but surely - getting there.

Tournaments are starting to be a regular
fare in sports pages and champions, old and
new, are getting their share of the spotlight,
alongside other athletic heroes. The steady
stream of tournaments armed with lucrative
prizes means there is a lot of hope that
being a pro golfer can be a legitimate career
path anew in the Philippines.

Such a development has spawned some sort
of groundbreaking opportunities for the
country’s pros. Consider: Five legs during
the PGT Asia inaugurals produced five
different Filipino champions like household
names Miguel Tabuena (Aboitiz Invitational)
and Tony Lascuna (Wack Wack) to stars just
getting their sparkle out in the local golfing
universe such as Rene Menor (Splendido),
Clyde Mondilla (Riviera) and Justin Quiban
(CAT-Luisita).

While the victories of Tabuena and Lascuha
make organizers confident that more big
names will make the tour a regular stop,
the titles won by Quiban and company give
hope to other aspiring golfers.

Quiban, honed by stints in the PGT and
tough club championship tournaments,

is currently blazing a trail for other new
names to follow. A lot of attention will fall
on his shoulders especially with the way
he closed out the year - top five finishes in
the last seven tournaments, including his
breakthrough win at Luisita.

That these pros get to face stiff foreign
competition only speeds up the resurgence
of golf in the country. Long divorced from
its golden years, the sport continues its
ascent with a number of tournaments slated
in 2018, guaranteeing a busy season for the
local players as well as the foreign ones.

And it ain’t just the men.

The local ladies circuit (LPGT) has been
making some noise, especially after a
whopping, record setting 11-leg season

in 2017. Three of those tournaments were
held under the aegis of the Taiwan LPGA,
lending the circuit a boost in relevance and
credibility. In fact, the third of those legs
was co-sanctioned by the Taiwan and China
LPGAs.

Just think. Those tournaments may have
just opened pathways for top foreign female
aces to tee up in the country, giving the
local tour a boost in its goal to make one

of its legs a legitimate LPGA stop. And

with young female guns sparking a rash of
victories here and abroad against foreign
competition, that goal may be achieved
sooner than later.

“We’re very happy with how our tour

has grown, in terms of tournaments and
players as well,” said Colo Ventosa, general
manager of the organizing Pilipinas Golf
Tournaments, Inc. “It is also good to see
younger players and foreigners competing
as well.”

Who wouldn’t be happy?

A healthy golf scene plus an unwavering
partner in ICTSI has pushed golf way
beyond its three-leg revival in 2009, which
defibrillated a once gasping tour scene. And
the growth has been exponential.

“Every year, our tour gets better and
better,” said Ventosa. “We have more and
more tournaments and we noticed a big
increase in terms of participation as well as
foreigners who qualified in the Q-school.”

“Our goal is to provide the local pros with
professionally organized tournaments that
are competitive. I've seen our local pros
grow in this tour and be able to compete
with other foreign golfers around the
world,” she added.

While defeats marked the ladies’ campaign
abroad, the victories the likes of young
guns Yuka Saso have accomplished provide
a refreshing ray of hope. Plus, Dottie
Ardina continues to plod along, assembling
strong finishes in the last few legs of the
Symetra Tour and the LPGA, where she is a
conditional player.

“It is our goal to see our lady pros hone
their skills in our tour - to prepare them to
compete in other circuits in Southeast Asia
and around the world,” added Ventosa.

Judging by the uptick of talent, it looks
like that goal, too, is close to being
accomplished.

UST a decade ago, Filipino pros orphaned by the death of an
already struggling local golf circuit were left to take their act to
minor tours in neighboring countries, scrounging for a little cash
and much-needed exposure.

Now Philippine golf never had it so good.

In so short a time, the Philippine Golf Tour has grown to become the
biggest in Southeast Asia and among the most prestigious in the Asian
region, lining up annually a steady stream of tournaments offering big
prize money and top-level competition.

After just eight seasons, the Pilipinas Golf Tournaments, Inc.-organized
tour has blossomed into a multi-leg circuit that keeps veterans like
Tony Lascuna busy and served as the launch pad for the careers

of Asian Tour standout Miguel Tabuena and rising stars like Clyde
Mondilla.

The PCTI’s ladies circuit (Ladies Philippine Golf Tour) has also honed a
number of women players who have shown both the promise and the
determination to become future world-beaters.

Encouraged by the success of the men’s and women'’s circuits of the
ICTSI Philippine Golf Tour, the PGTI has gone global with the launch of
Asia’s newest pro golf league, the PCT Asia (PCTA).

Mr. Enrique K. Razon, Jr., chairman and president of International
Container Terminal Services, Inc., chief sponsor of both the PGTA, PCT

and the LPCT said the PGTA is consistent with their commitment to
further develop the games of local pros and make the Philippines an
international golfing destination.

“We are being true to our vision and long-term commitment to make
the Philippines a leading international golfing destination,” said Mr.
Razon. “The PGTA will also further develop the game of our local pros.
As we go global, we make Philippine golf thrive even further”

Mr. Razon has left no stone unturned to ensure the success of the
PCTA.

The first seven legs of the PGTA's inaugural season offered a
US$100,000 prize fund each and a minimum of US$300,000 for the
eighth event. That prize fund will rise to US$1.7 million in 2018 and to
US$2 million the following year.

The PGTI, which had the experience of staging international
tournaments such as the Solaire Philippine Open and select regionally
sanctioned legs of the PCT and LPCT, has done a splendid job with the
launch of the tour’s latest baby.

After holding a qualifying school at the Luisita Golf and Country Club
in Tarlac where the top 60 and ties gained tour cards, the PGTA rolled
off with the Aboitiz Invitational at Manila Southwoods followed by
the ICTSI Splendido Classic, the ICTSI Riviera Classic, the ICTSI Wack

Wack Championship and the Central Azucarera de Tarlac Open at
Luisita.

Mr. Razon said he hopes the exposure to world-class competition that
the PGTA tour offers will hasten the progress of current Filipino tour
stars and give rise to new prospects.

“We hope to develop the game of our local golfers and produce more
Miguel Tabuenas, Antonio Lascunas, Clyde Mondillas and the like,”
the longtime golf patron said. “We also expect the PGTA to provide a
welcome boost to the country’s golf tourism sector since golfers from
various countries are expected to draw with them an influx of their
own fans.”

At the same time, Mr. Razon said the PCTA aims to cascade the
success of the PGT to our Asian neighbors.

In fact, an additional 10 PCTA events for each of the next two years are
also being finalized and talks to hold future legs in other parts of Asia,
particularly Indonesia, Singapore, Thailand and Malaysia, are also on
the drawing board.

“We intend to level up the ante of Asian golf through the PGTA," said
Mr. Razon. “As we help thrive Philippine golf, we cascade the same
support to our Southeast Asian neighbors by having PGTA legs in
ASEAN countries.”

he first winner is remembered
forever.

The second, third, and the

succeeding winners will only

serve as footnotes regardless of

how well they perform. When a

tournament ends, a champion
surfaces, but down the line the one who started
it all gets the accolade.

Miguel Tabuena is used to such distinction.
Being a prodigy, he comes first most of the
time, even in his teens. Then he turned pro
and earned the distinction of being the first
Filipino golfer to become an Olympian in Rio
(de Janeiro) 2016.

It’s no wonder therefore that he emerged
victorious in the Aboitiz Invitational at the
Manila Southwoods’ Legends course. The
$100,000 tournament served as the inaugural
leg of the Philippine Golf Tour Asia and, as
always, he had to be the first.

Tabuena’s immense talent that sets him apart
from the rest of the local pros again became
evident.

And Tabuena being only 23 years old, expect
the gap to grow even bigger in the coming
years.

If anything, the Aboitiz Invitational provided

a glimpse of the future Philippine golf
landscape, specifically the PGT Asia organized
by Pilipinas Golf Tournaments, Inc. and put up
by International Container Terminal Services,
Inc.

Ranged against some of the region’s best,
touring pros from different continents, and top
local shotmakers, including three-time Asian
Tour winner Angelo Que, Tabuena proved his
mettle in a tight see-saw battle.

Pitted against Que and Indonesian Ian Andrew
in the championship flight, Tabuena remained
steady and calm even as the final round turned
out to be a shootout between the country’s
aces.

In the end, Tabuena prevailed by one shot, the
outcome decided only on the last three holes.
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The 39-year-old Que blew his bid with a wet
double-bogey on No. 16, allowing Tabuena to
wrest the lead with a par.

Still, Que refused to give up and put up his final
stand - a tap-in birdie on No. 17.

And just when the gallery thought Tabuena
would crack under pressure, the 2015
Philippine Open champion delivered the lethal
blow.

Tabuena made a 10-foot uphill birdie putt to
negate Que’s effort and then avoided a playoff
by matching his rivals’ closing par.

“It’s a great win. My putting was so good,”
said Tabuena, who posted his 13th victory
on the local circuit, including his triumphs
in The Country Club Invitational and Luisita
Championship in the season just passed.

Again going bogey-free, Tabuena carded a final
round 65 and pooled an impressive 23-under
265, counting his 65-64-71 in the first three
rounds.

Apart from the champion’s trophy, the effort
was worth $17,500 for Tabuena, who also
got bragging rights as the first titlist of the
region’s newest circuit.

With his closing 67, Que totaled 266 and settled
for $11,500.

Andrew simply couldn’t match the firepower of
his Filipino rivals and wound up with a 71 for
271, five shots off Que but good enough to repel
Michael Bibat’s rally from way behind.

Propelled by five straight birdies from No. 13,
Bibat tallied a 64 and vaulted to fourth place at
272.

During the awarding ceremonies, Tabuena was
beaming with joy and pride.

Once again, he went through a tough test and
got an A.

From now on, Tabuena’s name will be hitched
with the PGT Asia.

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Menor ends long
title hunt in bizarre,
record playoff fashion

ust when Rene Menor least expected it, the
breakthrough victory finally came.

And it happened under bizarre circumstances.

Out of the contenders’ radar at the start of the final

round, Menor, Thai Pasavee Lertvilai and American

John Michael O’ Toole were only aiming for top

10 finishes in the ICTSI Splendido Classic at Taal
Splendido Golf Club in Tagaytay.

After all, they were trailing strong players Rufino Bayron, Clyde
Mondilla and Mars Pucay by at least four shots at tee-off.

But then the winds of fortune blew to the trio’s direction even as
the pacesetters suddenly lost their touch and committed mistakes
in their haste to outplay one another in the last 18 holes.

Menor and Lertvilai, who enhanced his reputation by topping the
2017 Philippine Golf Tour Qualifying School, both shot six-under
66s, while O’Toole, carded a course-record tying 64 to forge a
three-way tie for first after regulation play.

They headed back to No. 18 for the title playoff and O’Toole
quickly fell by the wayside when he bogeyed it, his first for the
day.

Four more trips to the 18th produced no winner and the
organizers moved their duel to the par-5 No. 10.

1 & 2 Hiding in the shadows of his more illustrious
rivals for years, Rene Menor finally gets to raise
his arm in triumph with a breakthrough feat in
peculiar fashion, edging Thai Pasavee Lertvilai in
a marathon five-hole playoff, to the delight of his
trusted bag-toter. 3 Lertvilai might have wished

It was there that Lertvilai eventually faltered. His drive went out-
of-bounds, needing to tee-off again from the mound and missing
an eight-footer for bogey that sent Menor’s supporters into
celebration outside the green.

For his part, Menor could only shake his head in utter disbelief
for the long-awaited blessing.

“I couldn’t believe I won,” said Menor. “Actually I didn’t even
expect I would be able to come back and survive a long playoff
duel.”

The tiring six-hole playoff surpassed Frankie Mifloza’s extra five-
hole conquest of Miguel Tabuena for the PGT Negros Occidental
Classic crown in 2016.

As the winning feeling sunk in, Menor finally flashed a smile
during the awards rites.

“I'm very, very happy. I was never nervous and I just played my
game,” said Menor, a former caddie at Iloilo Golf and Country
Club where he’s now the resident pro.

Self-taught, the 41-year-old Menor showed latent talent when
he wound up runner-up in the 2004 Uratex National Caddies
Championship.

He turned pro with high expectations, only to suffer countless
frustrations.

After carding 68-71-71, Menor seemed headed nowhere near
the top, until the successive meltdowns of Bayron, who led
by four shots entering the fourth round, Mondilla and Pucay,
who were tied at second spot.

or one whole year, the pain
of losing in sudden death
at Riviera hounded Clyde
Mondilla no end.

He felt he blew it, big time.

That’s why given another

chance to vindicate himself
in the ICTSI Riviera Classic, Mondilla
seized the moment and made sure the
shortfall against Jay Bayron won’t happen
again.

That he was up against a Korean teen
and not Bayron in a spirited battle for the
crown hardly mattered.

Mondilla was ready to face anybody to
erase the bitter memory.

It just so happens to be 16-year-old amateur
Tom Kim (Kim Joong Hyung) as the other
favorites, including foreign aces, have
difficulty conquering the soggy, ravine-
laden Langer layout of Riviera Golf and
Country Club in Silang, Cavite.

Kim’s strong challenge was hardly
surprising though as Riviera is his home
course. For another, Kim is regarded as

a future star owing to his victory in the
2016 Philippine Junior Amateur Open at
Sherwood Hills.

Truth is, Kim gave Mondilla some anxious
moments in the final round of the $100,000
event before getting sidetracked on the
par-5 No. 16.

Mondilla birdied it while Kim paid for a
couple of sloppy wedge shots with a bogey.

The two-shot swing provided Mondilla

the buffer to rule the event serving as the
third leg of Philippine Golf Tour Asia. He
finished with a four-under-par 67 and 275
total, thwarting Kim, who matched par 71,
and Michael Bibat, who carded a 68, for the
$17,500 top purse.

Kim and Bibat shared second place with
277 aggregates with the latter pocketing
the $11,500 runner-up prize.

Jhonnel Ababa rallied with a bogey-free
66 and placed fourth at 281, towing Tony
Lascuna, who carded 69 for 283.

Greatly relieved, Mondilla said he was
thankful that his driving and putting
clicked when he needed them most.

As rains continued to pour, second round
play was suspended due to darkness with
Mondilla and Kim among those unable to
finish.

Marvin Dumandan, Riviera’s former
club pro, emerged the clubhouse leader
following his second straight 70.

Upon resumption of play the following
morning, Mondilla settled for a 71 and then
struggled with a 72 in the afternoon to
yield the lead to Kim, who carded a 69 and
67, respectively, for 206.

straight birdies from No. 15. But the holes
ran out and he could only longingly settle
for second, two shots adrift of Lascuna.

In the end, Lascuiia emerged with a

ESPITE his relatively young age
and being a newbie professional,
Justin Quiban believed he was up
for a breakthrough win.

He just didn’t think it would come
this early.

But that’s exactly what happened
in the Central Azucarera de Tarlac (CAT) Open as the
21-year-old rising star realized his long-cherished
dream - and in a cruising fashion at that.

Not even a listless finish, nearly reminiscent of two
recent fold-ups, could keep Quiban from snaring
the crown and the $17,500 champion’s purse in the
$100,000 event which served as the fifth stop of the
inaugural Philippine Golf Tour Asia.

“I am lost for words,” said Quiban. “I did not expect to
win this year and actually gave myself another year
or two before breaking through.”

Maybe it was Joenard Rates coming up way short

in his own title bid, or Clyde Mondilla and the other
more established tour stars unable to muster the
expected charge that paved the way for Quiban’s rise.

Definitely, the sophomore pro did his part to reign
supreme in the event which drew a total 99 players
from 17 countries.

“When I saw the leaderboard, I told myself to keep
up with them, I need to knock down birdies,” related
Quiban.

“I knew they won’t give (the title) to me on a silver
platter. And I'm thankful my game held sway.”

Good enough for a final round 72 that gave Quiban a
275 total and a three-shot win over Rates.

Quiban actually had two bogeys in the last four holes,
a kind of finish that normally stymies one’s title
drive. Along the way, he also flubbed at least seven
birdie putts in the first 11 holes, enabling the rest,
including Rates, to stay in the hunt.

But while the others faltered, Quiban proved
steadier, tapping in a birdie on No. 12 and rolling in
a 15-footer on the 14th for the much-needed cushion,
before fully dashing Rates’ hopes by saving par on
the 17th after a shaky drive.

Rates actually fought back from six down to within
three after No. 16 but ran out of holes, settling for a
69 and a 278. He received $11,500.

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True to his vow of a strong final round start,
Mondilla birdied the opening hole. But the
newly-crowned PGT Order of Merit champion
went up-and-down from there, hitting three
more birdies but stumbling with the same
number of bogeys.

Mondilla wound up with a 71 for a 279, ending
up tied at third with Jay Bayron, who rallied
with a 66, and Jhonnel Ababa and Swede Oskar
Arvidsson, who both carded 69s.

The victory thus made Quiban the fifth winner
in as many legs of the region’s newest circuit
after Miguel Tabuena (Southwoods), Rene
Menor (Splendido), Clyde Mondilla (Riviera)
and Tony Lascuia (Wack Wack).

The former amateur hotshot also became one

of the youngest winners in the local circuit
with the triumph more than making up for his
heartbreakers at Southwoods (tied for fifth) and
Wack Wack (joint sixth), where he figured in
the title chase, only to crumble in the pressure-
packed stage.

The lessons learned from such experiences sure
toughened up the former Southwoods mainstay,
as evidenced by the way he held up after putting
himself in the title hunt once more.

Such mental fortitude was readily displayed by
Quiban right in the two middle rounds where
he sizzled the most.

Quiban’s 66, highlighted by eight birdies,
enabled him to dislodge hot-starting Australian
Andrew Campbell from the top and post a
one-shot lead over Mondilla and Rates at the
halfway point.

He then followed up with a 67 in the third
round, which was spiked by him holding
his own against Mondilla in a frontside
duel and then finishing with a flourish for a
commanding five-shot lead.

“I played pretty solid - with my irons doing the
most damage which enabled me to attack the
pins with precision,” said Quiban, who hit all
but one fairway and missed just two greens in
hot condition for six birdies, half of which he
drilled inside seven feet.

Notwithstanding, Mondilla managed to pull
within two with back-to-back birdies from
No. 11 and Quiban’s three-putt miscue on the

12th before failing to match Quiban’s strong
finishing kick of three birdies in the last six
holes.

That trend was set earlier in the round when
Quiban birdied the par-3 No. 2 for the second

straight day, gained on a two-shot swing on No.

4 (birdie-bogey) and pulled away anew with a
birdie on the ninth for a 33.

Still, the 23-year-old the four-leg winner in
2017 remained confident of his chances for a
follow-up to his PGT Asia romp at Riviera last
September. But he also stressed the need to
come up with a strong start in the final round.

“It can still be done. I just need to have a good
start (in the final round),” said Mondilla,
perhaps with Quiban’s recent implosions at the
back of his mind.

fter racking up th
& victories in 2016, barely
\ missing a fourth one on
a playoff setback, Clyde
Mondilla thought he could
do better the next season.

He was right.

Not only did he get better. He also
emerged as the best.

But Mondilla did so simply because
he wanted to. While most of his peers
would prepare for a tournament the
conventional way, he would train
from sun-up to sun-down, hitting
balls at varied distances at the range,
polishing his short game and putting
and fine-tuning his swing.

Consequently, he was rewarded with
three victories on the Philippine

Southwoods Championship and the
ICTSI Players Championship, besting
the fancied Angelo Que, Miguel
Tabuena and many-time champion
Tony Lascuna for the coveted Order of
Merit title.

He also triumphed in the inaugural
PGT Asia at Riviera, a victory that
capped a breakout season for the
former national hotshot.

Que and Tabuena also churned out a
pair of victories each but the two aces
spent most of the year campaigning

Championship (

Lascuna, a former many-time OOM
champion, slowed down with two
victories after a big harvest of five the
previous season while Zanieboy Gialon
claimed the other win at Calatagan

in the PGT reduced to an 11-leg tour
owing to the launch of the region’s
newest circuit - the PGT Asia.

Earlier in the season, Tabuena

nailed his first The Country Club
Invitational crown with a tense one-
stroke victory over three-time winner
Juvic Pagunsan while Englishman
Steve Lewton hacked out an equally
thrilling playoff victory over American
Johannes Veerman to claim the Solaire
Philippine Open diadem.

With a new title comes with loads

of challenges for the 23-year-old
Mondilla, including invitations to play
in top tournaments abroad as the
country’s top player. But the Del Monte
star would surely love to establish
himself more on the local circuit.
After all, with a record calendar lined
up for the 2018 season, not only on

the PGT but also on the PGT Asia,
Mondilla need not go and ply his trade
elsewhere to take another glide to golf
stardom.

HAT is the best way
to tame the rest of
the elite field and
a daunting course
specifically updated
to meet tough PGA
standards? By
combining some fine shotmaking with grit
and poise.

Miguel Tabuena failed in his bid to defy the
wind-raked course but succeeded in playing
better than the other elite golfers to nail his
first The Country Club - Don Pocholo Razon
Memorial Cup crown at the TCC course in
Sta. Rosa, Laguna.

Some would say it was Tabuena’s innate
skills as a shotmaker that came to the fore,
enabling him to re-group in the last 18 holes
and bounce back from what should have been
a disastrous third round 80.

Others would contend it was third round
leader Juvic Pagunsan letting what should
have been a record fourth title slip away by
playing below-par in two of the last three
holes, capped by a bogey on No. 18 that
totally blew his chances of forcing a playoff
with Tabuena.

Still, it must be considered in all the
discussions that Tabuena’s final round 72
came out as the best for the day, giving him a
72-hole total of 301 that moved him from five
down and onto the top.

Not exactly an impressive total, but enough
to edge Pagunsan by one for the P1.5 million
winner’s purse.

“It has been my dream to win this
tournament,” said the 23-year-old after
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adding the crown to his growing list of
victories while finally joining the rarified
circle of winners in what has long been
considered as one of the country’s major
championships.

The 13-over total is really not something
to crow about and certainly way below
expectations for the 2015 Philippine Open
winner. But Tabuena - or any player for
that matter — would take it any time,
fashioned as it was on a course that
produced just one under-par round the
whole week.

No thanks to the Tom Weiskopf-designed
layout, which underwent a major facelift
the last two years and now offers more
challenges even to the best.

Aside from the increased length - it can
play to a maximum yardage of 8,000
yards from the back tees - there are also
the sleek, undulating putting surface,
unsettling hazards, the roughs and the
winds, which may come at an instant and
alter a hole’s character.

Just ask Pagunsan, a veteran campaigner
who now usually struts his stuff in the
Japan PGA Tour but whose abilities
proved no match for the course —
particularly on No. 18.

Still holding on to the hope of forcing a
playoff after his bogey two holes before,
Pagunsan steeled himself and made a

cautious drive on the par-4, 516-yard 18th.

His approach from 200 yards landed mere
inches from his target. But, to his - and
those that ringed the green - horror and
dismay, the ball spun and rolled into the
water hazard at the back.

That lake proved to be the graveyard for
the 38-year-old’s bid to become the first
golfer to record a fourth win in the event
put up by ICTSI chairman and president
Ricky Razon in 2003 to honor the

memory of his father, ICTSI founder Don
Pocholo, himself an avid golfer.

Tabuena, who was at the scorers’ area
and saw Pagunsan’s wet shot, said he was
ready for sudden death had it come. “I am
always ready for a playoff,” he said.

“I have no problems with No. 18. I'm
pretty long off the tee and the wind was
coming from the right so it’s not too
much of a concern,” he added.

Of more worry for the Rio Olympian was
his energy since it marked the fourth
tournament he has played in in as many
weeks.

“I felt tired playing for the fourth straight
week,” he admitted. “But it’s certainly a
good confidence boost.”

At least, Pagunsan’s 302 total brought
about by his final round 78 was still better
than the rest.

Japanese Toru Nakajima, who shot the
tournament’s lone under-par 70 to wrest
control in the opening round, also fought
back with a closing 73 to snatch third
place at 304.

Three-time Asian Tour winner Angelo
Que, running second after three rounds,
got hobbled early by a 40, faded with an
81 and tumbled to fourth on a 306.

2016 Philippine Golf Tour Order of Merit
winner Tony Lascufa, who also started
the final round five off Pagunsan, birdied
No. 2 but bogeyed four of the next five
holes and bowed out with an 80. He ended
up tied for fifth at 309 with Jhonnel
Ababa, who also skied to an 80.

Worse off was Cassius Casas, who won the
inaugural staging of the event in 2003
and reigned again in 2014 before the
course’s renovation, as he wound up 10th
with a 317 after a 76.

Simply told, they all didn’t work behind
their respective plans as well as Tabuena
did.

Five behind Pagunsan at the start of the
day, Tabuena worked his way up with

a birdie on No. 4 and an eagle on the
par-5 eighth on a solid drive and a 7-iron
second shot that landed 20 feet off the cup
which he made for 33.

But just as he found his name on top of
the leaderboard after Pagunsan made the
turn at 39 on a double-bogey on No. 5 and
a bogey on the sixth, Tabuena faltered. He
drove out of bounds on No. 10 and went
two-down again as Pagunsan birdied the
par-5 hole.

That is when Tabuena toughened up
even more with gutsy pars under wicked
conditions in the next four holes.

Although Pagunsan continued to hold
sway despite a bogey on the 11th, he
lost grip of the lead and his form in the
last three holes after both bogeyed the
difficult par-4 15th.

“My plan for the front nine was to get
within 2 or 3 (shots),” related the 2015
OOM champion. “But I saw that I was one-
up. I executed my plan. I knew the pins
are very, very difficult so I told myself to
be smart.”

The long, albeit successful, chase was
brought about when Tabuena opened up
the P5 million tournament with a 75.

He gained some ground with a second
round best 74, only to fumble with his 80
on the next, his worst and first birdie-less
round in a very long while, marred by
two double bogeys and two bogeys at the
front. He dropped two more strokes at the
back.

Turned out he was just setting up the
dramatic finish.

NE wind-less day blew
Angelo Que directly into
a clear line of sight for a
coveted goal.

Que was among those a bit

befuddled by the swirling

winds at the scenic Anvaya
Cove Golf and Sports Club in Morong, Bataan.

When the currents eased up on the third
round, Que wasted no time reducing the rest
of the field scrambling for crumbs at the ICTSI
Anvaya Cove Invitational.

Despite a whopping seven-stroke lead going

to the final round, the former Philippine Open
winner even pressed his bid by gunning down
five birdies, including four at the back, against
a lone bogey for a 33-35 card and a 15-under
273 aggregate.

Those netted him a runaway nine-shot win
worth P650,000 out of the total P3.5 million
purse in the kickoff leg of the 2017 Philippine
Golf Tour.

Just as important, the repeat triumph in the
tournament he also ruled in 2015 ended Que’s
22-month-long winless spell.

All because Que proved up to the challenge
posed by the wind-raked course overlooking

Subic Bay and a field featuring the cream of the

country’s pro crop, plus a host of foreign aces.

Going to the final 18 holes, it was only Toru
Nakajima, the first round leader and Que’s
constant companion at the leaderboard in the

first two days, he needed to keep a close tab on.

“I played according to my game plan and
strategy,” related Que. “I closely watched the
Japanese because he’s the only one capable of
spoiling my quest.”

Indeed, Nakajima was the only one who came
close to Que as he carded a 70 for a 282 which
was good enough for the P430,000 runner-up
purse in the event sponsored by ICTSI and
organized by Pilipinas Golf Tournaments, Inc.

American Nicolas Paez rallied with the day’s
best of 65 to snatch third place at 288 worth
P240,000 while veteran Frankie Minoza and
Paul Echavez carded identical 71s to finish tied
at fourth at 294. Each received P175,000.

Omar Dungca also shot a 71 to share sixth with
Rufino Bayron, who stumbled with a 73, at 295
worth P115,000 each while Tony Lascuia failed
to come up with a follow-up to his back-to-back
69s, limping with a 74 for joint eighth.

Orlan Sumcad and Japanese Shotaro Onuki,
who matched par 72s, came next at 296.

Nakajima failed in his bid to score a second
victory since winning at Wack Wack in 2013,
but was still gracious in defeat.

“I offer no alibi for my defeat. He (Que) won fair
and square. He played consistently throughout.
I congratulate him for a job well done,” said
Nakajima.

The 32-year-old Tokyo native and regular
campaigner in the local circuit actually
conceded the crown as early as after the third
round.

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Que gave him good reason for doing so.

When the wind let up on that Friday Que
didn’t, using a combination of power hits,
superb iron game and solid putting to
shoot a six-under 66 he spiked with two
eagles.

Like in the first two rounds Que holed out
with a bogey on No. 18. But that hardly
mattered as the virtually insurmountable
seven-shot barrier has already been put
up between him and the Japanese.

“All I need is watch out for Nakajima.
Even if the rest would score low, I
wouldn’t mind since they’re too far behind
to contend with,” said Que.

“Overcoming a seven-stroke deficit is a
difficult task,” admitted Nakajima.

More so for the others, who were at least
another eight shots back as Que went on
his binge right after dropping into a tie
with Nakajima following a bogey on the
very first hole.

Que immediately went five-under in the
next four holes, spiked by a 40-foot eagle
putt on the par-4 332-yard No. 3. He made
the turn at 32, eagled the par-5 No. 10
from 20 feet after a 7-iron second shot
from 160 yards, then birdied the next
before settling for a run of pars and a
missed green bogey on the 54th hole.

The two-man duel was set up as early as
after the second round from where Que
and Nakajima emerged as 1-2.

While the winds were largely blamed for
several over-par scores on another trying
day, little complaint was heard from Que,
who came up with a 69 for a 139 total and
a one-shot lead over Nakajima.

Nakajima could have retained the lead
he held since opening up with a 68, but
stumbled with bogeys on Nos. 14 and 18
and settled for a 72.

The rest of the original 112-man field
were at least seven shots behind, all

victims of the winds that suddenly blew
from all over and in various directions all
day.

So severely tested were the participants
by the flag-bending gusts that Nakajima
admitted his 68 on opening day could be
considered a fluke.

“The wind was very strong, the strongest
I ever experienced here and I'm lucky

to have made a sub-par round,” said
Nakajima, his sentiment echoed by Que.

“It was so tough playing in the wind. I
was just lucky to shoot under par,” was
how Que put it.

But it was apparent then - and borne

out by latter rounds - that Que was
merely waiting for the right time to wrest
control.

t’s easy to spot Steve Lewton on the fairway or on the green.

Nearly 6-foot-4, he usually towers over his flightmates,
especially among local pros.

Even when the players aren’t fully visible, however, it’s
relatively easy to guess where Lewton really is.

Most likely, he’s the one who hits the ball higher or longer,
whatever is required of the shot.

That’s because Lewton, despite his lean 180-pound frame, packs power.

And coupled with a smooth, flowing swing, he drives over 307 yards
with ease.

No wonder, the Englishman thrives on long, wind-whipped course like
The Country Club in Santa Rosa, Laguna.

But length isn’t Lewton’s lone strength. The 34-year-old is also
steady and doesn’t count on luck nor gut feel. He always studies the
intricacies of each course he plays whenever time permits.

Take the 99th Philippine Solaire Open at TCC.

Though he has tackled the par-72 layout in the 2014 Solaire Open and
did well enough to wind up fourth, Lewton knew that it has undergone
a facelift and has gotten longer not to mention tougher.

So he flew into the country two weeks before the start of the $400,000
tournament and spent time honing his driving and putting on the
course designed by Tom Weiskopf.

Having done his homework, Lewton, who hails from Northampton,
England, but studied at North Carolina State University in the United
States, felt confident of faring well even before the inaugural tee-off in
one of the country’s premier championships.

Lewton believed the time has come for a follow-up to his breakthrough
victory in the 2014 Mercuries Taiwan Masters.

True enough, he defied the winds that blew nearly 30 kilometers per
hour to shoot 70-71-71 in the first three rounds.

In the last round, however, organizers made the pin placements even
more difficult and the entire field, including Lewton, yielded.

He tallied a 75, enabling American Johannes Veerman, who carded a
73, to force a sudden death at 287.

Lewton and Veerman returned to the par 4 18th, where the winner was
finally decided in a putting duel.

Guided by the same line of putt he missed holing out in regulation,
Lewton, who came out of a greenside bunker, drilled in a downside
12-footer and then watched Veerman, who reached the green in
regulation, miss the cup by an inch from seven-feet to bag the net
$72,000 top purse.

either a gimpy foot nor
a determined bunch of
foes would keep Tony
Lascufa from realizing
a long-cherished
dream.

That was what
Jay Bayron and the rest of the ICTSI
Manila Masters field found out to their
consternation when Lascufa finally
conquered the imposing Eastridge Golf
Club in Binangonan, Rizal.

The 47-year-old, favoring an arthritic foot,
did not let the up-and-down, hazard-laden
layout stymie his bid and showed it by
capping his comeback from three strokes
down with a difficult birdie putt on the
final hole.

The pressure-packed putt gave Lascuia a
final round 70, a 285 aggregate and a one-
shot win over Bayron worth P550.000.

“I really wanted this one very badly since
I've never won here at Eastridge for years,”
said Lascuna, who has racked up victories
in most other places even before turning
pro in 1997, but found the course carved on
the slopes of Angono and Binangonan too
puzzling for his taste.

Until this year.

“I played good and my putting clicked,”
beamed the ace from Davao.

Bayron could at least have delayed his
provincemate’s celebrations with a playoff
and that should have been bouncing
around his head when he pulled within one
shot off Lascuna after birdieing the 17th,
which the latter bogeyed.

The possibility of sudden death loomed
even larger after Bayron finished the final
round with a tap-in birdie for his 71 and
Lascufna’s pitch from 40 yards stopped 14
feet short.

That was when the 2016 PGT Order of
Merit champion showed his steely nerves
by sinking the 14-foot uphill putt.

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“He’s really good at putting,” said Bayron,
who wound up with a 286 and settled for
P370,000 in the P3 million event.

Proving costly for Bayron was his triple-
bogey 7 on No. 9, although he did give
himself a shot at the title through three
birdies in the last four holes.

The finish, minus the thrills, was exactly
what Lascufia envisioned despite finishing

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Valk, who seized the lead with a 71 while the second
round leader submitted a 76.

“He (Van der Valk) should watch out for me. He'll
crack up the way he did when I beat him in a playoff
last year,” stated Lascuia, who edged the 37-year-
old Dutch and the young Micah Shin in a playoff to
rule the Bacolod stop of the PGT, one of his five-leg
victories in 2015.

“We’ll see. It depends on the wind,” said Van der Valk.

The Manila-based shotmaker’s chances did get blown
away, but not by the gusting currents but by his own
balky putting.

My putting was really bad and I'm
very disgusted it happened in the final round,” said
Van der Valk, who saw his overnight lead disappear
following a bogey-riddled, birdie-less 41.

Lascuia, meanwhile, emerged from the front nine
with a 35 to take charge by three even as Bayron,
who shared the lead up to the eighth, dropped three
strokes on the ninth.

Van der Valk fought back with birdies on Nos. 10 and
13 but faltered again with a triple-bogey on the 16th
and ended up with a 78 and a 290, tumbling down to
sixth place worth P115,000.

Hirotaro Naito of Japan charged from way down
with a tournament-best-tying 68 to share third with
Jhonnel Ababa, who matched par 72, on 288 worth
P190,000 each. American Josh Salah also carded a 71
to place fifth at 289 and received P130,000.

A glimpse of the final round foldup, which extended
Van der Valk’s winless run in the circuit, was had
when he gunned down three birdies on the front
nine for a 71 in the third round to raze Lascuia’s
overnight two-shot lead and go up by three going to
the last 18 holes.

The lead could have been higher, but Van der Valk
ended his solid run from the second round with
bogeys on the two par-3s at the back, winding up his
round with a 38.

Twice, Tabuena won. First, he topped the The
Country Club Invitational to open the season
then snagged the ICTSI Luisita Championship.
It was at the quaint Luisita Golf and Country
Club layout in Tarlac, where the young ace
shotmaker stamped his mark as a seasoned
pro.

Dismissed as a title contender after falling
seven shots off the pace entering the final
round, Tabuena mounted a comeback that left
competitors drooling in admiration.

Here’s a guy who’s only 23 and is already

the most accomplished Filipino golfer of his
generation. A prodigy, he held his first golf
club when he was just 20 months old and
already owned a fine swing when he was three.

At eight years old, he became a World Kids
champion in his age division.

hat happens when
one’s magic touch
suddenly wavers on
the golf course?

Normally, it will
lead to disastrous
results.

Charoenkul in the ICTSI Orchard
Invitational. He was lucky to survive and
nail the big win.

The Thailand ace’s build-up in the first 16
holes in the final round provided a buffer
to his horrible collapse in the stretch at
the Player course of the Orchard Golf and
Country Club in Dasmarifas, Cavite.

Charoenkul crawled home with back-to-
back double bogeys but still emerged
champion.

Thanks to his seven-stroke cushion
heading to the 17th, Charoenkul was
able to weather the hot-charging Clyde
Mondilla’s final assault.

“I'm happy because all my effort and
sacrifices for four days didn’t go to waste,”
said Charoenkul, who after a flawless start
went the way no one would ever dare to

in the final holes of a big tournament -
hazards, roughs and bunkers.

But he endured those double bogeys and
watched Mondilla run out of holes to

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become the first Thai to win at Orchard.

“This is a big boost to my confidence,” said
the 25-year-old touring pro from Phanga
Nga in south of Bangkok.

The Filipino shotmaker turned in a birdie-
birdie finish for a six-shot swing that was a
tad short of the title.

And if Mondilla is going to look for the
culprit behind the shortfall, it’s going to be
the par-3 No. 14. For four straight days, he
bogeyed that hole, costing him four strokes
no less.

The 25-year-old Charoenkul actually
started bad with a 75, but put himself back
in the mix with a 68 in the second day and

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then a 67 spiked by a closing eagle in the penultimate round to
tie Mondilla at second, just a shot over third round leader Jay
Bayron.

Charoenkul came out of the final round smoking, riddling the
front side with five birdies to pull away with a 31 after nine holes
and was up by seven after a birdie on No. 16.

But just when the field had given up chasing him, however,
Charoenkul got lost in a maze of wayward drives, misplaced
approach shots, and misread putts.

Only Mondilla was within sight, but he simply ran out of holes.

With a seven-under 281 total, Charoenkul thus became the first
Thai to win at Orchard, continuing his quest for Asian Tour glory
that started in 2011 when he was regarded as one of Thailand’s
top young guns.

It took a while for Charoenkul, whose fascination for the game
started when his dad gifted him with a plastic golf set when he
was five, to live up to the hype, scoring his breakthrough triumph
in the 2014 Chongqing Jiangnan Open and replicating it in the
2016 Yunnan Open.

Credit that to his well-rounded training program that includes
jogging, working on his putting, which he considers the
strongest facet of his game - chipping and pitching, driving, gym
work and mental drills.

Turning busy this year, Charoenkul competed in 17 events,
missing the cut just twice while posting a best finish of joint
second in the Taifong Open.

He also tied for fourth in the Singha Phuket Open and shared fifth
place in the Ciputra Golfpreneur Tour.

Charoenkul’s hectic schedule, of course, excluded his side trip to
ICTSI Orchard.

Right after his great escape, Charoenkul flew back home for

the Thailand Open, where he surpassed his Orchard score with
rounds of 69-68-70-69 = 276. That time though, he had to settle for
joint 28th.

But Charoenkul didn’t mind.

ith summer
almost over and
torrential rains
starting to fall,
Clyde Mondilla
did an excellent
account of himself
to snatch the $60,000 ICTSI Manila
Southwoods Championship, beating a
slew of stars that included perennial
contenders Miguel Tabuena and Tony
Lascuna.

Mondilla upstaged Tabuena and Lascuna
as the weather did not get any better in

a final round shootout that netted the
eventual winner a brilliant charge with a
66 for a one-stroke victory at the Carmona,
Cavite, layout.

Mondilla transformed the Legends course
into his virtual playground. He watched
from the background earlier in the final

round as Lascufa outgunned Tabuena
at the front, in the process overhauling a
three-stroke deficit to go 1-up.

But as the spotlight was on the two
protagonists, Mondilla crept and clawed
back from two shots down with a near-
impeccable closing 33, watched his fancied
rivals crack under pressure and flub birdie
chances at the finish to complete a steal of
a win on a 22-under 266 total.

“I'm so happy to beat our top two players,
but Ilearned a lot from them,” said
Mondilla, who cashed in on his length off
the tee and sneaked into the lead with four
birdies in a five-hole stretch from No. 11.

He turned a two-stroke deficit into a two-
shot edge and preserved a one-stroke lead
after that late bogey mishap with clutch
pars to wrap up the crown and the $10,500
champion’s purse put up by ICTSI.

But the hosts had hoped for a better finish
this time with a fully-rested Tabuena
seeking a second crown in three weeks,
Lascuia out to follow up on his Manila
Masters victory in April and Mondilla
upbeat after his runner-up finish at
Orchard.
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“It’s always a happy feeling playing at home.
And I'm looking forward to another great
week,” said the 22-year-old Tabuena, who
skipped the Orchard tilt to rest following a
grueling campaign that included stints in the
Asian Tour and Japan PGA.

But the locals found out they have some
catching up to do when action began.

Macedonia’s Peter Stojanovski did most out of a
three-hour long weather delay with a cluster of
birdies at the back late in the day and matched
Lascufa’s course record-equaling 10-under

62 to share a one-shot first-round lead over
American Lexus Keoninh.

Tabuena and Mondilla?

Tabuena missed scoring a 66 with a bogey on
the par-3 16th for a 67 and Mondilla rattled off
seven birdies to negate a two-bogey mishap to
share 18th place with Charles Hong, Edward
Reyes, Frankie Minoza, Mhark Fernando and
rookie pro Ira Alido with 68s.

But after obscure Nilo Salahog took charge in
another weather-delay second round and faded
the next day and power-hitting Orlan Sumcad
surged and reeled back, Mondilla came out of
nowhere to grab the clubhouse lead with an
eagle-spiked 66 in a twice weather-delayed third
round then struck from behind in the stretch to
spoil the projected Tabuena-Lascuna title duel.

“I'm playing solid. Since most were shooting
low, I told myself that I should also make my
move. I was lucky to hit a lot of birdies and the
eagle proved to be a bonus,” Mondilla said.

Lascufa ended up with a 67 while Tabuena
slowed down with a 70 for 267s. They split the
combined $11,100 prizes.

Trailing majority of the way, Mondilla later said
the key was his monstrous drive on the par-4
11th that left him with a 40-yard pitch for an
eagle that lipped out.

“I knew then that I could beat them with my
power but it also helped that both of them
missed a couple of birdie putts in the closing
holes,” said Mondilla, who racked up three
victories last year to finish behind Lascuna in
the Order of Merit race.

That tap-in birdie sparked a run for the Del
Monte ace as he buried a four-footer on No. 12
and knocked down back-to-back feats inside
seven feet from Nos. 14 to surge ahead.

And surge ahead for good Mondilla did and at
the end of a long weekend of wet and wild golf,
he got to kiss the glimmering trophy and march
his way to the bank.

T’S the Masters and hosting one of the most
prestigious tournaments on local soil is a
course with so much history to speak of -
the Villamor Golf Club.

Former champions Robert Pactolerin

and Cassius Casas could help but turn

nostalgic as they braced for the revival of
the International Container Terminal Services, Inc.
(ICTSI) Philippines Masters at its home course.

They hoped not only to turn back the hands of time
but also turn back the young guns in the particular
tournament so dear to them for its lore and tradition.

“It’s nice to have the Masters back here at Villamor.
It’s been a long time,” said Pactolerin, who has ruled
this event many times during his prime. “But times
have changed, we have matured and a lot of young,
talented players has emerged through the years.”

Like soothsayers, Pactolerin and Casas turned out
right. The Masters was for the young generation for
the picking.

And that youngster was 24-year-old Clyde Mondilla,
who won back-to-back on the Tour after dominating
the Legends course of Manila Southwoods in the
previous Philippine Golf Tour event.

Mondilla staked his claim as the hottest pro on the
circuit and with another late charge, he overhauled a
four-stroke deficit to snare the Masters, beating Tony
Lascuna, Jhonnel Ababa and American Nicolas Paez
by one with a closing 70.

A blistering backside 33 - reminiscent of his feat

at Southwoods, netted Mondilla another victory, a
prized championship - the P2 million event put up by
ICTSI being the revival of what used to be one of the
country’s four majors.

“I just played it safe at the front and when learned
that I was near the leaders, I made my move,” said
Mondilla, who drove the 318-yard par-four No. 10 and
two-putted for birdie. He added another from five feet
on the next and drilled in a four-footer on No. 13 to
take charge.

“After I birdied No. 14, I told myself that I can win
this,” he said.

Win he did and the Masters would eventually turn out
as one of his biggest trophies in a year he proclaimed
himself as the Order of Merit champion.

The Masters used to be a local version of the world’s
four majors, the others being the Philippine Open,
President’s Cup and National PGA - and its annual
staging always drew huge international participation
and crowds.

Pactolerin again said it right, saying then that the
tight, tree-lined military layout remains challenging
even to the toughest pros.

“You need to hit accurate drives or the trees will
come into play. A little miscue will result to a double
or triple bogey,” he said.

And just like at Southwoods, Mondilla wasn’t
interested at going coast to coast.

Jobim Carlos rode a blistering frontside charge to
cushion the impact of a shaky windup, carding a four-
under 68 to wrest a one-stroke lead over Paez and
Australian Nathan Park in the first round.

Mondilla, the pre-tournament favorite after Miguel
Tabuena opted to skip the tournament, never
recovered from a double-bogey start on No. 10
although he came up with back-to-back birdies from
No. 14 and bounced back from a bogey mishap on

No. 18 with a birdie on No. 2 to join the big
group of even par scorers.

It was in the second round when Mondilla
started to make his move.

The left-handed Park blew a huge lead as

he lost his putting touch at the finish and
carded a four-under 68 but held on to a two-
stroke edge over Mondilla, who fought back
with a 67.

“I was fantastic up to the sixth hole at the
front. Then my putting deserted me,” rued
Park, who sizzled with birdies on Nos. 12,
15 and 16 then bounced back from a bogey-
mishap on No. 1 with another four-birdie
binge in five holes from the second.

Things turned quite complicated on the
third day though when diminutive Joenard
Rates traded length for accuracy and
produced a tournament-best six-under

66 and grabbed a two-stroke lead over
Lascuina and Keanu Jahns as the erstwhile
frontrunners faded.

Zanieboy Gialon also stayed in contention
for the top P360,000 purse with a 69 as he
tied Paez, who fired a 70, at 211, three shots

adrift, while Mondilla dropped to sixth with
a 73 but remained in the hunt at 212.

But there was no stopping Mondilla in

the final round. He watched Lascuna and
erstwhile contender Jahns self-destruct
with late bogeys to clinch the coveted crown
on a six-under 282 total, emerging on top
after surviving another final round battle of
nerves and poise.

Lascuna, who blew another title crack with
bogeys on Nos. 15 and 17, nearly forced a
playoff after his pitch from 40 yards on the
closing par-5 hole stopped one roll of target
to the disappointment of the big gallery
that ringed the final hole anticipating a
sudden death in the revival of the fabled
event. He settled for a 73 and tied Ababa,
who shot a 70, and Paez, who matched par
72, at 283.

“What a way to win,” Mondilla said. “The
aces were up there in the hunt, and I still
managed to get through them.”

By then, Mondilla almost had his year made
— a season that saw him emerge as the
country’s hottest player on the tour - with
a Masters crown to boot.

Though he fought back with three birdies in
a seven-hole stretch from No. 15, Mondilla
fumbled with another bogey on the sixth
and ended up with a one-over 73.

Van der Valk’s windup actually stood out in
a day when majority struggled at the finish
at the frontside of the tight, rolling layout.

Ababa and Gialon then hit late birdies to
card identical 69s then watched Jay Bayron
hole out with a triple-bogey to snatch a one-
stroke in the second round.

Bayron looked headed to preserving an
unblemished round for the second straight
day. But the veteran Davaoeno, a two-

leg winner last year, stumbled with his
first bogey on No. 6 then dropped off the
leaderboard with a wayward drive on the
par-4 ninth and a poor approach shot.

He settled for a second 70, enabling Ababa
and Gialon to take charge at five-under
139 after matching outputs for the second
straight day.

Van der Valk, on the other hand, barely
survived a rollercoaster round with a 71
and joined Bayron at third at 140.

With seven players pooling 142s, including
Lascuna and Americans Lexus Keoninh,
Paul Harris and Nicolas Paez, and six more
at 143s, led by back-to-back leg winner
Mondilla, a fierce battle loomed entering
the final two days.

Gialon made sure he was in strong position
for the crown in the third round by
scorching the backside for a 66, moving 18
holes away from snapping a long title spell
with a three-stroke lead over Lascuia.

Gialon outgunned Ababa and Van der Valk
with a near-flawless stint in the last nine
holes, capped by three birdies in the last
four for a 31 for an 11-under 205 total that
put the diminutive shotmaker three shots
clear of an equally charging Lascuna, who
also turned in a six-under card four flights
ahead to assume the challenger’s role at
208.

Ababa fumbled with three bogeys for a 73
and tumbled to joint fifth with Mondilla and
Paez.

With Lascufia and Bayron as his final round
rivals, Gialon expected the pressure to
mount early on but vowed to stay focused
and seize the moment for a crack at the top
P450,000 purse.

“I didn’t expect to lead, more so by 3.
But I'm hitting it pretty well and hope to
sustain it,” he added.

Gialon was unrelenting and made sure he
would be hoisting the trophy at Calatagan.

Ababa could only rebound from a disastrous
third round 73 with a 66, rallying from
joint fifth to solo second at 278.

Lascuia failed to flash his vaunted final

round charge with poor putting, finishing
with two birdies against the same number
of bogeys for a 72, ending up third at 280.

Mondilla? He rallied with three birdies in
the last eight holes for a 70.

“This is sweet. It feels great to kiss a trophy
again,” said Gialon, who last won in the
rain-shortened ICTSI Royal Northwoods
Championship in 2014.

Tony Lascuna. So he’s
trying to make the
most of it while he
can.

And the man who
turned 47 in December showed he still
has what it takes to keep Father Time
at bay, dishing out a gutsy performance
like what he so often did in his younger
years to top the ICTSI Forest Hills
Championship at the Forest Hills Golf and
Country Club in Antipolo.

Not even the challenge offered by the
44 other remaining golfers, led by an
Olympian and the same man who wound
up just behind him in the same event

last year would deter Lascuiia from his
purpose.

In the end, Lascuia even shrugged off a
wet double bogey on the way in for a final
round 70 that was enough to give him an
11-under 273 total, a three-stroke victory
and the P550,000 winner’s purse.

Not bad at all for a player who has been
nagged by an arthritic foot, does not often
get the desired distance off the tee and
usually struggles just to keep up with the
young turks of the game.

His thorough knowledge of what it takes
to win helps a lot, though, as was true

in this case, thus ending his string of
frustrating runner-up finishes in three of
the last four legs of the circuit organized
by Pilipinas Golf Tournaments, Inc.

“I played according to plan — stay in
control and stay focused throughout,”
said Lascuia.

He sure did, in direct contrast to those
trying to wrest the crown he won via
a record 11-shot margin over Zanieboy
Gialon and Orlan Sumcad last year.

Jhonnel Ababa, three down going to the
last 18 holes, threatened to within two
with a birdie on No. 2 but fell back just as
quickly with a double bogey on the next.

Rio de Janeiro campaigner and former
Order of Merit winner Miguel Tabuena
tried to launch one of his vaunted chases
with a birdie on the seventh, but also
faded with a bogey on the 10th.

Gialon bounced back from a one-over
frontside card with three straight birdies
at the back. But the Calatagan leg winner
could only move no closer than three as
he slowed down with missed putts.

Through it all, Lascufia proved
unflappable.

The dusky Davaoeno ran off seven pars to
launch his final round charge then closed
out the front nine with back-to-back
birdies to pull away by six. He birdied No.
11 to hold off a charging Gialon.

Athough he stumbled with that double
bogey on the par-4 No. 12, there was no
need for a spectacular finish and his run
of pars secured a follow-up to his Manila
Masters victory at Eastridge last April for
another championship to his vast trophy
collection.

“I was so confident even if I double-
bogeyed No. 12,” related Lascuna.

Gialon wound up with a second straight
69 for a 276 and took the P370,000
runner-up prize while Tabuena ended up
with a 71 for third at 279 worth P215,000.

Ababa hobbled home with a 74 and slid
to joint fourth with Nilo Salahog, who
rallied with a 67, at 280 worth P147,500
each while Ferdie Aunzo, just one behind
Lascufa halfway through the P3 million
event, ended up with a second 73 and fell
to sixth at 282. He received P115,000.

Rookie pro Ira Alido made another final
round foldup he hoped would toughen
him up in his next tournaments, limping
with a 77 and tumbling to seventh at 283
worth P100,000.

Jay Bayron rebounded with a 68 and
snared eighth place at even 284, Elmer
Salvador carded a 70 for ninth at 285
while Korean Hwang Myung Chal fired a
70 to tie Frankie Minoza, who made a 72,
and Jobim Carlos, who stumbled with a
73, at 286 for joint 10th.

One look back at the earlier rounds and it
would seem Lascuna was just waiting for
his fiery game of old to resurface and it
took just the first 15 holes under benign
playing conditions at the Nicklaus course
to warm him up.

He birdied two of the last three holes in
the first round for a 68, just one behind
Alido and another two off veteran Arnold

Villacencio, who opened up with a 65.

But Villacencio and Alido considerably
cooled down right on the next day with a
74 while Lascufa sizzled with a 67 to grab
a one-shot lead over Aunzo.

As usual, Lascuha downplayed his
chances. “I just played my usual game,” he
said while pointing out the hardships of
contending with the young guns.

“I'm not getting any younger and easily
get tired unlike before.”

Not old enough for him to muster a pair
of three-birdie strings closing out both
nines that gave him a 68 in the third
round, hiking his lead to three shots over
Ababa and Alido.

His eight birdies offset the three bogeys
and a double bogey he made for the day,
but his last mishap on No. 18 was enough
for him to remain reserved.

“The course remains tough even in the
absence of the wind,” said Lascuna.

“You have to be precise off the tee since a
slight mistake will cause you trouble,” he
said. “T also dread the back nine since it’s
an uphill stretch and I easily get weary
now because of my age.”

Ultimately, Lascufia did overcome the
odds, the challenging course and his
generally younger challengers to visibly
remain at the top of his game.

Some day soon, Father Time would
certainly catch up with Lascuna.

But for the meantime, the affable
Davaoeno shotmaker would rather relish
and celebrate his latest feat.

NGELO Que’s list of fond
memories at Mt. Malarayat keeps
on growing.

The former Philippine Open

champion one again displayed fine

shotmaking at the Mt. Malarayat

Golf and Country Club’s composite
course in Lipa City, Batangas, to win the ICTSI
Classic crown in emphatic fashion.

Que’s final round four-under 68 was made more
memorable than his back-to-back triumphs at the Mts.
Lobo and Makulot courses in 2008-09.

The 21-under 267 total he posted after the 72-
hole event gave him a whopping 12-stroke
winning margin, the biggest the nine-year-old
circuit has seen, beating by one stroke what Tony
Lascufa posted in topping the ICTSI Forest Hills
Championship in 2016.

Not even Que can’t exactly put into words how he
does it so consistently at the often wind-raked and
sun-baked course. “I really don’t know why I play so
good here at Mt, Malarayat,” he said.

Definitely, his superb shots off the tees, solid iron
plays and near-impeccable putting have a lot to

do with it. So much so that the rest of the original
75-player starting field was left gasping in his wake.

As is his wont, Que did not hog all the credit.

“While I practically played good in all four days, the
rest had some bad rounds, particularly on the final
day,” said Que after pocketing the winner’s purse of
P360,000 out of the total P2 million prize.

Indisputably, the second runaway victory Que
notched, following the nine-shot romp he posted
over Japanese Toru Nakajima in the Anvaya Cove

Invitational in Bataan last February,
from which he pocketed P650,000, was
primarily his own doing.

Matching the heat that grew as the day
wore on, Que sizzled with an eagle-
birdie-birdie run from No. 5, putting
him way ahead at 11-up, helped along
by closest chaser Clyde Mondilla’s
shaky start to a 39.

Showing he was a mere mortal, Que
stumbled a bit with a bogey-par-bogey-
bogey start at the back. But then he
quickly recovered with a monster drive
on the 331-yard, par-4 16th and drilled
in an eagle from 8 feet.

He then holed out with a 12-foot birdie
on the par-5 18th from 12 feet to cap his

four-day brilliance.

Que’s final tally, together with his

earlier rounds of 65, 68 and 66, were

simply too much.

Mondilla, gutsy in the final rounds of
the Southwoods Championship and the
Philippine Masters of the circuit which
he topped last May and only four down
at the start of the final round, buckled
this time with a 76 pockmarked by two
double bogeys at the back.

That enabled James Ryan Lam, who
birdied the final hole for a 71, to claim

a career-best runner-up finish at 279
worth P250,000 while Jerson Balasabas
also holed out with a birdie to match
par 72 and snare third place at 280 for
P140,000.

Joenard Rates carded a 70 and took
solo fourth at 281 while Jay Bayron

fired a 69 and Lascuiia shot a 70 to
finish tied for fifth with Mondilla at

282.

Jun Bernis pressed his bid for a top three finish with
four birdies in the first eight holes but the former
national amateur champion bogeyed five of the last
10 and wound up with a 73 for joint eighth with Albin

“I can’t tell if I'm in top condition since I haven’t
played since I got back,” said Que, who also skipped
the PGT’s The Duel 5 won by his team North over
South in Baguio before resuming his PGT campaign
in Batangas.

“The last time I played Malarayat was when I won
(2009), so we’ll see,” he said before launching his
drive.

As it turned out, that proved to be quite an
understatement.

Que readily served notice of his title aspirations and
his splendid form when he and Mondilla came up
with identical seven-under opening round 65s to take
the helm.

“I hit it pretty solid and I hope I can sustain it,” said
Que, who actually looked headed to be alone at the
top before Mondilla birdied the 18th to force the tie.

The next round saw Que instal himself all alone at
the top.

Despite a bogey finish, the amiable long-hitting
shotmaker still emerged with his four-under round,
no little thanks to three birdies closing out the Mt.
Makulot back side and three more at the Mt. Lobo
nine against two bogeys for a 35-33 card.

Mondilla mustered three birdies in the last four holes
at Mt. Lobo to save a 71 that still put him three shots
behind in a tie with Australian Nathan Park.

Que actually took a six-shot lead to the par-5 18th
after another brilliant eagle-spiked round but
dumped his second shot into the hazard and settled
for that six-under card and a four-shot lead.

Despite that, Que still downplayed his chances.

“I need to stay relaxed and focused. No room for
complacency. It’s just a four-shot lead and anything
can still happen,” he said.

On another day, perhaps, but not on that fateful
Friday and certainly not on a course Que could
practically call his own.

OME of the stars may not

have come out for the ICTSI

Players Championship.
But that still doesn’t take
away any luster from
Clyde Mondilla’s latest and
brightest crown.

Generally displaying fine form and

the poise when it mattered most, the
Bukidnon native was simply irrepressible
in his march towards the victory while
formalizing his claim to a first-ever Order
of Merit title.

Previous commitments abroad prevented
Tony Lascuna, Miguel Tabuena and
Angelo Que from competing in the P3
million event, the final leg of the 2017
Philippine Golf Tour.

Still, there were a slew of other willing
and able contenders among the 75-player
elite field present, each prepared to lay
down an ambush and spoil his crowning
glory.

It’s just that the 24-year-old Mondilla
would not be denied, as evidenced by his
mainly splendid game off the mound, on
the fairway and on the greens.

More concrete proof is Mondilla’s final
round five-under 67 that gave him a
17-under 271 aggregate and a three-
stroke winning margin at the Summit
Point Golf Club in Lipa City, Batangas.

“I'm so happy, this is a sweet victory and
I couldn’t ask for more,” said Mondilla,
who also won back-to-back at Manila
Southwoods and Villamor last May.

He also pocketed $17,500 for topping the
ICTSI Riviera Classic of the PGT Asia
Tour to complete a four-leg romp in the
ninth season of the country’s premier
circuit sponsored by ICTSI.

The P550,000 champion’s purse was icing
on the cake for Mondilla, who came into
the event leading the pack in winnings
and winding up with a total PGT haul of
P3,156,409.

Lascufa, running second with
P2,566,543 through two victories and

a bunch of top five finishes, could have given
Mondilla a run for his money but has given
up his OOM bid by signing up for the Taiwan
Masters slated the same week of the TPC.

Tabuena, at No. 3 with P1,909,705 in winnings,
also competed in Taiwan while the fourth-
running Que, with P1,600,525 in earnings,
opted to see action in Japan.

It may be theoretical, but Mondilla could have
held his own in the event.

He trailed unheralded Dino Villanueva by one
with a 67 in the opener, took charge with a 68
in the second round then hiked his lead to three
over Jay Bayron with a third round 69.

Jerson Balasabas gamely took on the cudgels of
making Mondilla work, charging back from six

strokes down in a flight ahead with a scorching
eagle-spiked start to draw level after six holes.

He rattled off three birdies in the first four
holes, gunning down an eagle on the next then
birdying No. 6 from close range.

With Mondilla settling for a birdie-bogey card
after six holes, Balasabas suddenly found
himself sharing the lead.

Players of lesser stuff would’ve easily buckled
under such overwhelming pressure - but not
Mondilla.

Balasabas sure did as he bogeyed No. 7 and
trailed by two again as Mondilla closed out the
frontside with a bogey-eagle stint.

Balasabas actually forged another tie at
12-under on a two-shot swing on No. 10, which
he birdied and Mondilla bogeyed. But the latter
birdied the next then ran off three straight
birdies from No. 14 before holing out with

another birdie against the former’s two birdies
in the last six holes to seal the victory.

“He played really well and his short game was
awesome,” conceded Balasabas, who displayed
his own fine form by winding up with a
tournament-best eight-under 64 that could only
land him second at 274 worth P370,000.

Bayron, winner at Summit Point in 2015, pulled
to within two with a 34 start but failed to match
Mondilla’s fiery windup with a lone backside
birdie for a 69. He wound up third at 276 and
received P215,000.

Orlan Sumcad rallied with a 65 to snatch fourth
place at 277 worth P165,000 while Keanu Jahns
also fought back with a 67 to tie Dutch Guido
Van der Valk, who carded a 70, at sixth at 278.
Each got P122,500.

Villanueva rebounded from a third round 75
with a 69 and finished tied for seventh at 280
with Zanieboy Gialon and Albin Engino, who
closed out with 67 and 68, respectively, while
Aussie Nathan Park and Jobim Carlos each fired
a 70 to share 10th place at 281.

The biggest smile of the day was repeatedly
flashed by Mondilla and understandably so. “I
was so focused in all four days,” he declared.

“When Jerson made a charge, I didn’t panic
since I knew I can handle the situation,” added
Mondilla, who birdied the three par-5s and
eagled the last on No. 9.

It was also Mondilla’s second TPC diadem in
three years after edging Lascuia by one at
Sherwood Hills in 2015.

And there’s little doubt he’ll be gunning for his
third come next year.

N the year the pro-am format made a grand
return to the Philippine Golf Tour, Tonton
Asistio and Jude Eustaquio wrote the perfect
comeback story.

The two former national team mainstays

returned to the limelight when they teamed

up to win the maiden ICTSI National Pro-Am
Open in a thrilling finish at the Mt. Malarayat Golf and Country
Club course in Lipa, Batangas.

Asistio and Eustaquio hovered around the upper half of
the leaderboard for most of the three days in the P2-million
tournament and saved their biggest move for last.

The veteran pair made up a three-shot deficit against the
tandem of Jelbert Gamolo and Jolo Magcalayo in the final four
holes of regulation at the Mt. Malipunyo layout before wrapping
up the title behind a superb shot by Asistio on the first playoff
hole.

The vintage performance capped an amazing week for the two
longtime teammates who, as if by fate, were brought together
by this tournament to relive their glory days.

They couldn’t have written a better story.

Asistio was a former golf rising star trying to rebuild a pro
career that was sidetracked by a shooting incident several years
back while Eustaquio was a US-honed prodigy starting a new
career as the golf director of the sprawling Forest Hills golf
complex.

“I really had an inkling that we were going to win here because
we’ve been playing together since we were eight years old,” said
Eustaquio, who teamed up with Asistio in the 2009 Southeast
Asian Games in Laos. “We knew each other well.”

Back together, the two former jungolf teammates weaved their
old magic from the opening round. They opened with an even-
par 72 and could’ve tied early leaders Justin Quiban and Moulay
Rhounimi had their not bogeyed two holes coming in.

who fired a four-under par 68 to seize
the lead with Raymond Gonzales and
Inigo Raymundo (69) after Quiban and
Rhounimi faded out of the top spot.

Gamolo and Magcalayo continued to

wax hot in the third and final day. In

fact the two looked as if they had put

the championship in the bag when

they opened a three-shot lead over

the Gonzales-Raymundo and Asistio-
Eustaquio pairs after back-to-back birdies
from No. 13.

But Gamolo and Magcalayo fumbled with
bogeys in the next two holes and left the
championship door ajar for Asistio and
Eustaquio, who birdied the par-5 17th to
salvage a 72 and force a playoff at one-
over 217 total. Gamolo and Magcalayo
hobbled home with a 75.

“We wanted to win, but the breaks didn’t
go our way,” said Gamolo.

Handed a new lease on life, Asistio and
Eustaquio pounced on the opportunity
right in the first playoff hole where
Asistio hit a seven-iron second shot from
180 yards so pure the ball stopped a foot
away from the hole at the par-4 18th.

The tap-in birdie putt by Eustaquio, after
Magcalayo’s own putt from 40 feet fell
short, rewarded Asistio with his first win
as a professional - and a P360,000 prize.
Eustaquio received a trophy and gift
prizes.

IT WAS the Saturday between Christmas and New Year,
just before 6 a.m. when common 24-year-olds are still

For most, it's a time to let it
all hang out and live life the way normal 24-year-olds
should.

Clyde Mondilla, though, sees everything in an entirely
different light.

He would return to the driving range
after lunch to fix whatever it is that needs fixing in his game.

After the round, at least 500 balls would still be hit. And that doesn’t
include the time he would spend on the practice greens for putting
and pitching.

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UNRUFFLED DESPITE SETBACKS INHER FIRST 3 TOURNAMENTS,
oHE RACKS UP A WING INTHENEXT 8 T0 EMERGE THE BEST
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At 18, the former De La Salle-Zobel
hotshot opts to join the big league,
saying she didn’t want to turn
pro at 25 and compete against
young players

Pauline del Rosario arrived at the venue
of the interview with a bad cold, but
gamely played nine holes one fine Friday
morning with a bunch of sportswriters
eager to see her transformation.

Not only did she look trim and fit, Pauline
had the game to back up her status as
one of the country’s top professionals.

She had a confident swing, the surgeon-
like touch around the greens and the
swagger rarely seen from someone who
just turned 19.

Her rookie year is short of phenomenal.
She won four of 11 legs and had eight
Top 3 finishes in the Ladies Philippine
Golf Tour, captured her first international
crown in Taiwan and finished 13th in the
Thailand Order of Merit.

Her total prize in the local tour -
P1,585,500 - is nearly a million more than
what second-ranked Chihiro Ikeda earned
(P684,875).

Add the money she earned competing in
the Taiwan and Thailand tours, Pauline
has amassed close to P4 million, making
her easily the richest Filipino athlete
under 20 years old.

Just less than a year ago, Pauline was
torn between a golf scholarship in the
United States and a promising pro career.

She flew to Kansas, visited the athletes’
dormitories and talked with coaches and
school officials.

In the end, Pauline decided to turn pro at
18, a move which expectedly did not sit
well with some parents of junior golfers.

“I did not want to turn pro at 25 and
compete against young players,” she
explained. “Besides, | can always return
to school anytime.”

Pauline, a high school graduate of La
Salle-Zobel, has the full support of her
father Bong, a successful businessman
and an 18-handicapper.

Bong, who sometimes works as Pauline’s
caddie, said he used to bring his then six-
year-old daughter to the golf course.
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After finishing 20 shots behind Ye Nah
Hwang of Chinese-Taipei at Mt. Malarayat
the week after, Pauline lost in the playoff to

Korean Euna Koh in April at Luisita Golf
Club in Tarlac.

She finally hit paydirt the following
month when she completed
an eight-shot win over Alisara
Wedchakama of Thailand at
Orchard Golf and Country Club.

Pauline would win three more
times at Camp John Hay in Baguio,

Pradera Verde in Lubao, Pampanga and Splendido in
Tagaytay.

In between LPGTA tournaments, Pauline kept herself
sharp by taking part in two legs in Taiwan and five
tournaments in Thailand.

She won her biggest paycheck - 1.2 million
Taiwan dollars (roughly P2 million) at the
TLPGA Royal Open last September.

The victory came just four days after she
topped the Pradera Verde leg.

She didn’t only become a regular
fixture here but also paved the way
for the inflow of talents from the Phl's
perennial regional rival and other
neighboring countries until she broke
through with a victory over Cyna
Rodriguez, no less, at Splendido in
2014.

Five years into the circuit, the Thais
have started to dominate with the
country’s top bets, including three-time
Order of Merit winner Rodriguez, Dottie
Ardina and Superal now campaigning
on the Symetra Tour after honing their
skills and talent on the local circuit.

“I think the Ladies Philippine Golf Tour
has been doing a pretty good job to help
out foreign players to come out and

play in the tournament,” said Phalajivin.

“But maybe a higher prize money would
attract more players to come and play
here.”

ICTSI has actually put up a number of
P1 million events in 2017 and went on
to set a new record of 11 tournaments,
including three events sanctioned by
the Taiwan LPGA Tour, one of the more
established circuits in Asia.

in fact, the organizing Pilipinas Golf
Tournaments, Inc. has linked up with

China LPGA Tour, one of the region’s
biggest, along with the TLPGA, to stage
the Philippine Ladies Masters at The
Country Club, a move seen to further
build some kind of a base and bolster
its drive to make the Philippines a
legitimate LPGA stop in the near future.

“The LPGT was sincere in inviting the
China LPGA to be one of the sanctioning
bodies of the $80,000 Phl Ladies
Masters. Through this cooperation, the
LPGT players can now earn Rolex world
ranking points and compete against a
strong line-up,” said China LPGA Tour
managing director Jennifer Lee.

Colo Ventosa, general manager of the
organizing Pilipinas Golf Tournaments,
Inc., said the LPGT has been on the rise
since it was launched in 2013 with six
events.

“We're very happy with how our tour has
grown and continues to grow - in terms
of tournaments and participation,” said
Ventosa. “It is our goal to help our lady
pros and amateurs hone their skills on
our circuit to prepare them to compete
in other tours abroad.”

Although the Thais stamped their
class by winning the season-opening
leg at Splendido (Kanphanitnan
Muangkhumsakul) and the closing

two legs at The Country Club (Renuka
Suksukont) and South Forbes (Yupaporn
Kawinpakorn), former amateur hotshot
Pauline del Rosario took the cudgels
for the locals, racking up four victories
at Orchard, Baguio, Pradera Verde and
Splendido to clinch the Order of Merit
diadem in her rookie season.

With another full, hectic season ahead -
with a bigger, stronger batch of foreign
bidders and endless possibilities, ladies
pro golf has nowhere to go but up.

hai Kanphanitnan
Muangkhumsakul
perhaps didn’t give it
much thought after
storming to the lead in
the kickoff leg of the 2017
ICTSI Ladies Philippine
Golf Tour - the ICTSI Champion Tour
at Splendido. After all, with a number
of sorry finishes in past campaigns, she
must’ve felt this won’t be any different.

She was right. One day after taking
charge of the elite international field with
a 69, she skied to a wind-blown 77 and fell
with a thud in the $75,000 event also held
as part of the Taiwan LPGA.

This time, however, Muangkhumsakul
struck back like she never did - despite
the blustery condition, a three-stroke

deficit and spirited challenge of at least
two gritty rivals — and rallied to score
her breakthrough win in Season 5 of the
country’s pioneering ladies golf circuit.

“I played relatively good. Everything was
in place and I'm happy I finally made it,”
said Muangkhumsakul.

Play good she did but actually only in the

last nine holes where she put up a blazing
eagle-spiked windup to frustrate local bet

Pauline del Rosario and compatriot Titiya
Plucksataporn.

She eagled No. 10 and birdied two of the
last four holes to sneak from third-to-last
flight and snatch the coveted crown at
215, two strokes better than erstwhile
leader Plucksataporn, who wavered with
a 74, and Del Rosario, who also launched
her own comeback bid with a 68, for 217s.

In contrast, the 18-year-old shotmaker
from Bangkok, a consistent Top 5 finisher
but never a winner on LPGT until this
tournament, sizzled at the finish, her
solid four-under 32 netting her the crown
worth $15,000.

Plucksataporn, a veteran of the Ladies
European Tour who surged ahead after
36 holes with a gutsy 71, actually hung
tough despite Muangkhumsakul’s

eagle on No. 10, which she birdied. But
Plucksataporn fumbled with bogeys on
the next two, gave up another stroke on
No. 14 and slipped off the lead - for good.

Del Rosario, whose disastrous second
round 78 dropped her six strokes behind
Plucksataporn, did mount a rally in
second-to-last flight, ramming in her own
eagle feat on No. 2 then coming through
with birdies on Nos. 14 and 16. She pulled
to within one of the Thai bets with two
holes to play, raising hopes for a local
player’s victory after erstwhile contenders
Mia Piccio and Cyna Rodriguez faded one
after the other.

But while Plucksataporn succumbed
under pressure, Muangkhumsakul proved
up to the task, holding sway with clutch
birdies. She rolled in a six-footer on the
par-3 17th to gain a two-shot cushion

that all but quashed Del Rosario’s crack
for a playoff and kept Thaiand’s winning
tradition in the circuit sponsored by
ICTSI.

“If not for my 78 in the second round, I
could’ve vied for the crown,” rued Del
Rosario.

The locals had earlier pinned their hopes
on Symetra Tour campaigners Piccio and
Rodriguez, who closed to within two off
Plucksataporn after 36 holes. But the
former kissed her title bid goodbye with a
bogey and double bogey on Nos. 7 and 9,
respectively, and the latter wilted at the
finish with a bogey-marred backside 41.

“I didn’t get the breaks and missed a lot of
putts,” said Piccio, who also lost by one to
Korean Lee Jeong-hwa here in 2016.

Yuka Saso, an emerging local talent, took
the top amateur honors with a 74 as she
finished tied for seventh with Taiwanese
Yeh Hsin-ning, who hobbled with a 75,

at 221 while Taiwanese Lin Tzu-chi

fired a 70 and tied Thais Thanuutra
Boonraksasat (71) and Punpaka
Phuntumabamrung (74) and compatriot
Lee Hsin (76) at ninth at 222.

Rodriguez, who had dominated the first
three editions of the LPGT, limped home
with a 78 and wound up tied with Thai
Pimpadsorn Sangkagaro (75) at 223.

Two of the country’s aces — Princess
Superal and Dottie Ardina — never
recovered from poor starts of 77 and 80,
respectively, with the former ending up at
joint 19th at 225 after a 74, and the latter
finishing tied at 33rd after a 74 for a 232.

rom the tight, hazard-laden
Southlinks course to the
open, windy Mt. Malarayat
layout, nothing seems to
unnerve Hwang Ye-nah in
pursuit of another Ladies
Philippine Golf Tour crown.

In fact, it practically took the talented
Korean just one round to outclass the elite
field and wrap up another championship on
the ICTSI Champion Tour.

Like in her first foray on the local circuit

in 2015 where she posted a wire-to-wire
triumph at Southlinks, Hwang dominated
Mt. Malarayat with solid shotmaking,
superb short game and near-impeccable
putting in all three days of the second leg of
the Champion Tour co-organized by Taiwan
LPGA and the LPGT.

“I'm happy I made it on my first try
here,” said Hwang, who also emerged the
lone player to have churned out a run of
under-par scores in the 54-hole, $75,000
championship.

That included an eagle-spiked six-under 66
in the first round that put her five shots
clear off Princess Superal, whom she edged
by one at Southlinks in 2015.

The Korean ace, 23, actually struggled in
the early going while trying to get the feel
of the Mt. Lobo and Mt. Malipunyo nines.
But a bogey on No. 12 failed to dampen her
spirit as she found her rhythm and touch in
so short a time.

Two birdies in the next three holes and an
eagle from seven feet on the par-5 17th off
a solid 5-wood utility second shot from 190
yards got her going. She sustained her hot
charge at the front with four birdies in the
first seven holes but missed hiking her lead
with a bogey on the par-3 No. 8.

Still, her 33-33 card spoke well of the
caliber of the player who survived Superal’s
late-hole charge at Southlinks with the duo
appearing headed for another title face-off
after the Filipina ace carded a 71.

“I played pretty good, especially my putting.
The wind was too strong and I'm lucky to
turn in a sub-par round,” said Hwang.

1, 2 Back on the local circuit,
former ICTSI Ladies Open
champion Korean Hwang Ye-
nah backs up her claim as one
of the best foreign players to
vie for the crown here, posting
an emphatic eight-stroke romp
over amateur Yuka Saso in the
LPGT Champion Tour at Mt.
Malarayat. 3 For a player whose
name is almost synonymous
to winning, Princess Superal
believes it's just a matter of
time before she could put it
all together and start piling up
those victories again.

Superal was also fortunate to have shot a
71 but while Hwang sustained her form
and strung a pair of 69s to run away with
an eight-stroke victory at 12-under 204,
the former sputtered with a 73 in the
second day and never got into the mix,
finishing with a 71 for fourth at 215.

Saso, a multi-titled amateur, tried to

take the cudgels for the embattled local
aces but the former World Junior Girls
individual winner never got closer than
six despite closing 66, her bid hampered
by mediocre start of 72 and 74. She settled
for runner-up and low amateur honors at
212, eight behind Hwang.

Thai Chatprapa Siriprakob also rued a 75
start, hardly gaining a crack at the crown
despite a 68 and 70, finishing at third

at 213 while another Korean, amateur
Hwang Min-jeong, who also humbled
Superal and Cyna Rodriguez in the final
round to snare the LPGT leg title here,
also in 2015, matched par 72 in all three
days and ended up fifth at 216.

“My putting wasn’t good as well as my
short game,” said Hwang.

Despite her huge lead, she said she still
has to shoot a 66 to win.

She fell nine strokes off her target and
Hwang hardly had any stretch-run
pressure to withstand although Saso
did spark some hopes for the local bets
but ran out of holes to pose any real

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Young Korean
quenches thirst
with Luisita win

una Koh came into the playoff stage
trembling, shaking - not because she’s
going up against a fancied Pauline del
Rosario for a rare crack at the Ladies
Philippine Golf Tour crown.

She was shuddering simply because she
was hungry.

Not for the title.

After barely surviving the sweltering heat and Del Rosario’s
fightback in regulation, Koh needed to replenish in sudden
death.

She did and the 18-year-old shotmaker from Gwangju came
through with a superb wedge shot from 120 yards that set
up a four-foot putt for birdie, which she calmly sank to beat
Del Rosario and claim the P1 million ICTSI Luisita Ladies
Challenge plum at the Luisitia Golf and Country Club in
Tarlac.

“I was shaking because I'm hungry but I was happy to have
pulled it off,” said Koh, a mainstay at Riviera in Silang,
Cavite who thus snapped a string of poor finishes on

the LPGT to score her maiden victory worth a whopping
P250,000.

But it didn’t come easy. She toiled in exacting condition and
needed to battle back from five shots down and recover after
blowing a two-stroke lead late in regulation, coming through
with that superb approach shot in the playoff then watching
Del Rosario flub her own birdie bid from eight feet to snare
the crown.

Koh wiped out Del Rosario’s huge five-shot lead in a flight
ahead with a remarkable 35 at the front but had to toughen
up in the last two holes after failing to clinch it in regulation
with a bogey on No. 16 for a 72.

Del Rosario birdied that par-5 hole for a crucial two-shot
swing and matched Koh’s pars in the last two to card a 77

and force a playoff at six-over 222 in the
third leg of the LPGT.

While the win proved to be a big morale
boost for Koh, Del Rosario reeled from
the setback, ruing her failed bid to score
a breakthrough win in just her third pro
tournament.

She looked headed for a big romp after
surging to a four-stroke lead over Thai
Numa Gulyanamitta and going 5-up over
Koh after the second round of the 54-hole
championship.

But it didn’t turn out right although the
setback only toughened up the young
Filipina shotmaker for her future cracks
at the LPGT trophies.

Del Rosario, who finished tied at 15th

at ICTSI Champion Tour Mt. Malarayat
after an impressive joint runner-up feat
in her first pro event at Splendido, both
legs of the Taiwan LPGA Tour, settled for
P120,000.

Nemittra Juntanaket also birdied No.

16 to save a 75 and tied Gulyanamitta,
who turned in a 76, at third at 225 worth
P80,500 each while Indonesian Jessica
Lydia carded a 74 to place solo fifth at 227
and pocket P65,000.

Del Rosario came out brimming with
confidence after storming to a huge four-
shot lead after two rounds.

But after a regulation par on the first hole
in the final day, she struggled with her
irons and putting, dropping a stroke on
No. 2 then fumbling with three straight
bogeys from No. 5.

But while Gulyanamitta failed to pounce
in with her up-and-down round of 38, the
Korean gamely took up the challenge,
mixing three birdies with two bogeys in a
five-hole stretch from No. 2 then coming
through with pars to catch Del Rosario at
five-over overall after 9 holes.

A double-bogey mishap by the Filipina
and a par by Koh shoved the latter to the
top and the Korean kept her two-stroke
lead with gutsy pars in the next six holes
before missing the green on No. 16 and
flubbed a par putt from short range.

In contrast, Del Rosario atoned for her
earlier miscues with a clutch birdie before
the duo parred the last two to set up the
sudden death.

osing a playoff battle

to an unfancied rival
must’ve brought out the
killer’s instinct in Pauline
del Rosario.

For she didn’t only claim

her maiden pro crown
after just four events on the Ladies
Philippine Golf Tour but clinched it in
emphatic wire-to-wire fashion.

“I really felt bad losing at Luisita,” said
del Rosario, referring to her playoff
setback to Korean Euna Koh in a duel
she was heavily favored to win during the
circuit’s third stop in Tarlac.

So she toughened up during the tour
break, honed her skills, firmed up her
short game and polished her putting
stroke.

Still, she needed to scramble for late
birdies to card a 73 and gain control in
the first round of the P1 million ICTSI
Orchard Ladies Invitational beefed up by
a slew of Thai aces.

From a one-stroke margin over Pannapa
Polnamin of Thailand and two other
locals, del Rosario hiked her lead to two
despite a second round 74 then bucked
an early scare from Thai Nemittra
Juntanaket in the early going of the final
round before coasting to a trouble-free
five-stroke romp over amateur Eagle Ace
Superal on a 218 after a closing 71.

Just like that, del Rosario found herself
in the elite roster of LPGT winners after
a couple of runner-up finishes and a 15th
place effort after deciding to join the big
league following a checkered amateur
career.
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“I'm so happy to have finally scored a win,”
said Del Rosario.

Happiness is also banking a P250,000
bonanza for a three-day job for an 18-year-old
shotmaker.

But like the late meltdowns in her previous
two cracks at the pro crown, del Rosario
looked headed for another shaky finish at
Orchard as Juntanaket, two down after 36
holes, pulled to within one after the second
hole up to the 11th.

This time, however, the young Filipina kept
her poise, came away with a brave run of
pars and drilled in a birdie on No. 14.

And while del Rosario held sway, Juntanaket
faltered with a double-bogey on a three-putt
miscue on No. 11 and bowed out with four
bogeys in the last six holes.

She limped with a 77 for a 226, enabling the
12-year-old Superal to snatch the runner-up
honors at 223 after a 73 built around four
birdies against three bogeys and a double-
bogey.

“The turning point was when Juntanaket
made that double-bogey. It was smooth
sailing from there,” said del Rosario.

Cruise to victory del Rosario did as the
rest fumbled with over par cards, including
Alisara Wedchakama, who bogeyed the last
two holes and ended up with a 75 to drop
to joint third with Juntanaket. The Thais,
however, split the second and third prizes
and earned P102,500 each with Superal,
the younger sister of many-time Ladies
Philippine Golf Tour winner and Symetra
Tour campaigner, Princess, running away
with the amateur honors in the 54-hole
championship.

hat a difference a victory makes, indeed.

Coming off a resounding breakthrough

win at Orchard, Pauline del Rosario

nailed another one - again in impressive

fashion. And from the looks of things, the

19-year-old rising star is bound to rake

in more championships on the Ladies
Philippine Golf Tour.

The way Cyna Rodriguez dominated the first three seasons of the
country’s first and premier ladies pro circuit.

“I never doubted myself,” said del Rosario after beating Chihiro
Ikeda by four and a slew of Thai campaigners to claim the ICTSI
Baguio Ladies Classic crown with a closing 64.

She built that confidence from her five-stroke triumph at Orchard
that somehow erased the stigma of her two failed bids at glory in
her first three tournaments as a pro.

“I knew some of them would make a charge. I just told myself to
match their intensity,” she added.

Ikeda did make a last-ditch bid, pulling to within one with a birdie
on No. 12 of the Baguio Country Club. But that hardly rattled

del Rosario, who displayed grace under pressure rarely seen in
young, inexperienced players, as she matched her rival’s birdie to
keep a two-stroke cushion.

After trading pars in the next three holes, Ikeda dropped two
strokes on No. 16 in pursuit of a birdie, paving the way for
another del Rosario romp in the P1 million event at the tricky, up-
and-down par-61 layout.

Heading up north for LPGT’s fifth stop, del Rosario brimmed with
confidence though she said she was wary of the Thais’ presence
and the BCC’s big challenge for its trickiness and toughness.

“It’s short but a tough course but I still believe I can contend
there and a back-to-back win is a possibility,” she said.

She was up to the task right in the first round, pouncing on Apple
Fudolin’s three-putt miscue on the straight par-3 18th to share the
lead at 64.

The last-hole mishap typified the compact field’s struggle at the
unpredictable putting surface of the short layout, which proved
to be as tough as the long, championship courses on the tour
calendar.

“I didn’t expect to be sharing the lead. I made too many errors on
the green,” said Fudolin, who birdied No. 6 but fumbled with four
bogeys at the backside, which features all but one par-3.

Del Rosario also three-putted the 18th as she, like Fudolin and
the rest of the field, groped for putting form with the former still
adjusting to the condition coming off a joint sixth place finish in
Thailand LPGA.

“It’s tough to adjust to the speed of the greens here coming from
Thailand where we played on sleek putting surface. But I came
in too aggressive on some holes. It was short but wasn’t easy to
reach the green. Precision shots should be my focus since there
are only two holes that are long,” said del Rosario.

Precision, focus and poise del Rosario displayed from thereon

as she broke away from Fudolin and stormed to a four-stroke
lead over Ikeda with a 62. She mastered BCC’s frontside with a
two-under 31 although her conservative approach at the backside
backfired with poor putting.

Still, she was able to recover from bogeys on Nos. 12 and 16 with a
20-yard chip for birdie on the closing hole, her pair of 31s and an
opening round 64 putting her way out in front at 126, four clear
off Ikeda, who turned in a second 65-130.

“My game plan at the back was to play it short since if you
overshoot the green, it’s going to be tougher to recover from the

hazards,” said Del Rosario. “But I had terrible putting from hole
Nos. 12 to 17. I kept missing the putts. It’s a good thing that I was
able to birdie the last.”

Fudolin dropped to third at 132 after a 68 while Thai Tiranan
Yoopan bounced back with a 65 after a 69 but still fell by eight
with a 134.

The rest, including amateur Kristine Torralba (67-135), Thai
Numa Gulyanamitta (65-136), Ananya Vitayakonkomol, also

of Thailand, (69-137), Sarah Ababa (72-137), Supakchaya
Pattaranakrueang of Thailand (68-138) and Thai Chatprapa
Siriprakob (72-141) stood too far behind to contend with 18 holes
left.

Del Rosario stayed 4-up over Ikeda majority of the final round

but dropped two strokes on the lone par-4 at the back on No. 11,
enabling Ikeda to threaten within two. But she matched her Fil-
Japanese rival’s birdie on the next and cruised to another win on a
seven-over 190 aggregate despite a bogey on No. 16 as Ikeda faded
with double-bogey-bogey miscues on Nos. 16 and 17 to likewise
finish with a three-over card.

Ikeda ended up with a 194 while Vitayakonkomol and Yoopan
shared third at 197 after a 60 and 63, respectively, with Fudolin
finishing fifth at 199 after a 67.

The victory was worth another P250,000 for the former amateur
hotshot, who also noted the venue’s role in further boosting her
short game.

“I'm happy to have played at BCC. I got to sharpen my short game
extensively in preparation for my future tournaments here and
abroad,” said del Rosario.

That should serve as a stern warning to the rest of the LPGT
campaigners, locals and foreigners alike, as the former
Philippine Ladies Amateur champion, who has won a number of
amateur titles abroad, is hell-bent on racking up more and more
championships.

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rincess Superal started
it all in the first two
seasons of the Ladies
Philippine Golf Tour,
winning in Baguio and
Sherwood. Then young
Korean Hwang Min
Jeong joined the former US Girls’ Junior
champion, who romped off with another
victory at Wack Wack, with a win at Mt.
Malarayat in 2015.

Then as Superal moved to the pro ranks, a
new batch of talented amateurs took over

with Bernice Olivarez-Ilas, Yuka Saso and

Harmie Constantino humbling the pros

in 2016 at Beverly Place, Eagle Ridge and

Mt. Malarayat, respectively.

But midway through the 2017 season, the
pros, beefed up by the current toast of
ladies golf, Pauline del Rosario, hinted at
a sweep of the record 11-leg calendar.

In fact, del Rosario was poised to racking
up a third straight championship in

her rookie season at the ICTSI Riviera
Championship, moving on top with

Thai Saruttaya Ngam-usawan heading

to the final 18 holes of the P750,000
championship.

And as Ngam-usawan wilted under
pressure and faded with a closing 80,

del Rosario held sway but found an
unlikely rival in former The Country Club
teammate Abby Arevalo.

Pitted against the hottest player on tour,
Arevalo, 18, didn’t flinch, birdying the
tough finishing hole of Riviera’s Langer
course to stun del Rosario by one and nail

her biggest victory in a young career.

The winning birdie came off a brilliant
6-iron approach shot from 150 yards off a
divot lie, the ball sailing over the overcast
skies before landing 10 feet at back of the
pin on No. 18.

“I couldn’t believe I won,” said Arevalo.

So did del Rosario, who had braced for
a playoff after drawing level at two-over
overall following Arevalo’s three-putt
miscue on the overlooking par-3 17th.

But Arevalo had other things in mind.

Unleashing a power drive off the 18th
mound, Arevalo surprisingly bucked the
gnawing pressure and followed it up with
a solid approach shot despite needing to
hit it over a bad spot.

That birdie capped Arevalo’s closing 70

for a one-over 214 aggregate, frustrating
Del Rosario no end after the back-to-back
LPGT winner at Orchard and Baguio had
looked forward to stretching her win run.

“I never expected the putt would be for
the win. But I really made a good read of
it,” said Arevalo of her winning stroke.

Del Rosario also unleashed a good drive
and made it in two but missed her birdie
putt from 15 feet. She wound up with a 72
and finished second at 215 although she
still pocketed the top purse of P150,000.

From the onset of the LPGT’s sixth leg,

it looked as if Ngam-usawan and del
Rosario would be dueling for the coveted
crown as the rest of the 30-player starting
field, including bets from Korea, USA

The Thai, seeking a follow-up to her
breakthrough LPGT victory at Royal
Northwoods in late 2016, rode on an early
backside charge and shot an eagle-spiked
two-under 69 and went 1-up over del
Rosario.

With a birdie on the tricky 17th,

Arevalo took the third spot but stood

four strokes off Ngam-usawan with a

73 even as six others lay another shot
farther back at 74, including Thais
Tiranan Yoopan, Numa Gulyanamitta,
Supakchaya Pattarankrueang and Sarinee
Thitiratanakorn.
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But the two leaders wavered in punishing I E [
condition in the second round with del
Rosario forging a tie with the Thai at 143
despite a 73 and Arevalo inching closer at
144 after a 71 and Chatprapa Siriprakob
threatening at 146 after a 70.

But as Ngam-usawan failed to recover
from a double-bogey mishap on No. 2

in the final round, Arevalo took the
challenger’s role — and the lead — with an
impressive 34 start, moving 2-up as del
Rosario fumbled with a 37.

An Arevalo bogey on the 11th and a del
Rosario birdie on the next tied the duo at
one-over overall but the former regained
the lead on the latter’s bogey on No. 14.

EEMS like Pauline del
Rosario thrives coming off
sorry setbacks.

Never mind if it means

Never mind if it means grappling with her
long game and battling through sun and
rain and exacting condition.

For as long as she’s highly motivated - eager
to bounce back from another heartbreaking
loss — nothing, it seems, could stop the
emerging golfing star from essaying another
big rebound and notching another win.

Like what she did when she lost the crown to
Euna Koh at Luisita. Stunned in the playoff
by the unfancied Korean, del Rosario struck
back in the next leg at Orchard, beating the
field by eight to record her maiden win on
the ICTSI Ladies Philippine Golf Tour.

And after making it two in row with another
cruise in Baguio, the former De La Salle-
Zobel standout dropped another cliffhanger,
this time to former The Country Club
teammate and amateur Abby Arevalo, whose
superb approach shot and clutch birdie putt
on Langer course’s difficult closing hole
netted her a thrilling one-stroke triumph in
the ICTSI Riviera Championship.

But while most would reel from those kind
of defeats, del Rosario proved she’s made
of sterner stuff, flashing her resiliency
once again and overpowering the tough
international field to reign in the Pradera
Verde Ladies Classic by seven.

But heading to the P'750,000 event, del

Rosario never got to hog the pre-tournament
spotlight, which naturally went to Symetra
Tour veterans Cyna Rodriguez and Princess
Superal along with Thailand aces Sarinee
Thitiratanakorn and Tiranan Yoopan and
Koh.

“If Ces or Cyna are the favorites, it’s fine
with me. It actually takes the pressure off
me. But I'll be there to take care of what I
need to do to win, t00,” said Del Rosario.

True, she took care of business early.
Blowing a hot start, del Rosario recovered
from a wobbly stint midway through the
opening round, coming through with a
scorching backside rally to shoot a four-
under 68 and go 2-up over Yoopan.

Del Rosario birdied three of the first seven
holes to take charge, only to drop off the
leaderboard with three straight bogeys
from No. 8 under debilitating heat. But she
rattled off four birdies-in-row from No. 11 to
post a 35-33 card and upstage the fancied
Superal and Rodriguez for the early lead.

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“I struggled with my long game a bit but
I hope to play a more steady game in the
next two days,” said Del Rosario.

Play steady she did in the second round
that saw her match her opening 68 then
coasted to a seven-stroke triumph despite
a closing 71 as her rivals stumbled and
fumbled in tough condition at the flat but
challenging layout.

Back in the first round, Yoopan took the
challenger’s role with a 70 as Superal,
who has posted emphatic wins as an
amateur and pro in the country’s premier
circuit put up ICTSI, groped for a 72, and
Rodriguez, a three-time LPGT Order of
Merit winner, hobbled with a 73.

Superal, who last won on the LPGT in
back-to-back fashion at Sherwood and
Eastridge in 2016, did fight back in the
second round with a 67 but del Rosario
proved up to task, firing another 68

to hold off the former US Girls’ Junior
champion and keep a three-stroke lead
heading to the final 18 holes.

Yoopan dropped to third with a second
70, four strokes behind, and Rodriguez
hardly recovered from a one-over card
with a 71 and lay eight shots off del
Rosario.

Like Rodriguez, the rest were reduced to
virtual members of the gallery.

Del Rosario actually said she had
struggled with her club selection, given
the windy condition. But with her rivals
faring hardly any better, the stage was set
for another del Rosario coronation.

Still, three shots, according to del
Rosario, isn’t such a comfortable lead.
But she showed it was enough to fend off
Superal’s early final round charge that

had her bucking the day-long gale-force
wind while her rivals faded one after the
other in severe condition.

“I knew Ces can win at any given day,
even at the last minute. But the wind was
my toughest challenge, it’s too strong,”
said Del Rosario, whose closing one-
under card gave her a 54-hole total of
nine-under 207. “I told myself that if I
could play through it (wind), I could win
so I took it one shot at a time and went
for the fairway and the green.”

The ploy worked as Del Rosario
rebounded from a 37 start with a slew
of pars before hitting two late birdies to
secure the win, her third in her rookie
year after dominating the Orchard and
Baguio stops of the circuit sponsored by
ICTSI.

Superal actually pulled to within one
with a birdie on No. 4 coupled with an
early del Rosario bogey. But she failed to
sustain her charge in the wind, bogeying
No. 6 then falling farther behind with
another bogey on No. 14 before yielding
the crown with a double-bogey on the
par-3 15th.

Taking the cue, Del Rosario birdied Nos.
15 and 16 inside six feet, turning what
was expected to be a down-to-the-wire
finish into a runaway triumph worth
another P150,000 for the 19-year-old
shotmaker.

Superal wound up with a 75 for a 214 and
settled for joint runner-up with Yoopan,
who missed snatching solo second with a
double-bogey on the final hole for a 74.

Rodriguez fired the day’s only other 71
to claim fourth place at 215 while former
leg winner Chihiro Ikeda carded a 74 for
a 222 and ended up fifth with a 222.

ome players win big golf
tournaments through skills.
Some through breaks or
sheer luck.

But the funny thing about

good fortune is that it

almost always falls on truly
talented players.

Chihiro Ikeda came into the ICTSI Forest
Hills Ladies Challenge aiming for a
modest finish. Three months after linking
it up with coach Bong Lopez again, she
expected nothing spectacular - her swing
a bit in disarray, her confidence needing
some kind of a push.

“It’s like going back to the basics -
posture, alignment, swing plane and
balance,” said Lopez, who helped guide
Ikeda to a number of victories during her
amateur days, including a gold medal
finish in individual play in the 2009 SEA
Games.

“But the most important is helping make
her fit again,” said Lopez. “Now, she’s
back in the gym and constant practice.”

“She’s got talent and a very good player.
She just needed some guidance,” added
the former national champion.

Direction Lopez did provide to Ikeda, who
finally snapped a year long title spell — a
sudden death victory over Thai Wannasiri
Sirisampant - in Antipolo.

“I really didn’t expect to win. All
tournament-long, I felt I'd make mistakes. I
didn’t have the confidence,” said Ikeda.

That self-doubt was evident right in the
opening hole, which she bogeyed.

“All throughout in the final round, I knew
the Thai had the lead. Only when we
turned in our scorecard did I realize that
we were tied,” said Ikeda, who closed out
with a 75 to tie Sirisampant, who hobbled
with a 76, at 218.

“I just got lucky in the playoff,” she said.

Actually, the real Ikeda showed up in
sudden death.

On their second trip on the par-4 18th,
the Fil-Japanese split the fairway and
made it in two. Sirisampant also hit a
good drive but overshot the green. And as
Ikeda putted to within three feet for par,
the Thai wilted under pressure and made
a s0-so chip shot, the ball falling short by
12 feet.

She missed the putt and Ikeda confidently
stroked to victory in a long follow-up to
her maiden win at the Orchard Ladies
Championship in 2016.

“It’s been a while since I last won but it
was worth the wait,” said Ikeda. “My hard
work and training with coach Bong paid
off.”

After losing by four to Pauline del
Rosario in Baguio, Ikeda re-assessed her
game then linked it up again with Lopez
following an 11th place finish at Riviera
and a fifth place effort at Pradera Verde.

She trailed the hot-starting Sirisampant
by two after 18 holes with a 72 then
turned in a stroke better in the second

ot even an off day

crown.

But that’s because she set up her title

bid in motion in the ICTSI Splendido
Ladies Challenge on a fiery start — an
eagle-spiked four-under 68 that gave her a
huge margin that even after she wrestled
with her driver all day-long in the second
round and hobbled with a 73, she was still
able to double her four-stroke lead.

It was virtually over from there as del

Rosario re-affirmed her claim as the
country’s hottest player, fending off an
early scare from Chihiro Ikeda and rolling
to a seven-stroke victory over Cyna
Rodriguez despite a closing 76.

The victory, worth another P150,000,
was the fourth for the rookie pro, who
scored a breakthrough at Orchard and
topped the Baguio stop of the circuit. She
then dominated a tough field at Pradera
Verde, beating no less than Symetra Tour
campaigner and many-time LPGT winner
Princess Superal by seven.

“I learned a lot from this victory,
particularly on playing relaxed while
staying focused,” said del Rosario, who
thus ran away with the coveted OOM
crown with an unassailable earnings of

P1,585,500.

Not bad for a 19-year-old shotmaker who
gave up an offer at Gonzaga University
to pursue a golfing career here. Her
winnings nearly tripled Ikeda’s P684,875
take for second.

The Golf Depot and Ping-backed

pro, however, stressed the need to
improve on her long game, putting and
concentration, aware of a tougher, more
challenging campaign facing her in the
country’s premier circuit and other tours
abroad in 2018 and beyond.

Ikeda’s two-under effort after 10 holes.
But as her wont, she charged back and
pounced on her rival’s poor play on the
par-5 No. 11 where she gained two shots
despite a double-bogey mishap as Ikeda
signed up with a 9 on her own undoing.

Ikeda, who nipped Thai Wannasiri
Sirisampant to snap a long title spell at
Forest Hills, never recovered her bearing,
bogeyed two of the last seven holes and

Nine shots behind after 36 holes,
Rodriguez also moved within four with a
frontside 36 and a birdie on No. 11. But
the former three-time LPGT OOM winner
dropped two strokes on the par-4 13th
and bogeyed the next to finish with a 74
for second at 224.

Superal, who blew her own bid early
with an opening 80, also squandered a
35 start with two bogeys in the last six
holes as she settled for a 73, still the best
in another wind-blown day, and ended
up tied for third with Thai Chonlada
Chayanun, who shot a 75, at 225.

With her reign as the year’s best secured,
del Rosario could only look forward to a
more fruitful 2018 season. And that could
spell more trouble for her rivals.

wice she crumbled under
pressure. And twice she rose to
the occasion.

Thai Renuka Suksukont proved
she’s a cut above the rest as she
defied the odds in the first two
days then flashed resiliency in
two times that she stumbled in the final round,
foiling compatriot Chayanun Chonlada to claim
the hotly-disputed ICTSI Philippine Ladies
Masters crown at The Country Club in Laguna.

What made her feat doubly remarkable and
memorable was that she did it on her first foray
on the Ladies Philippine Golf Tour, humbling
an elite cast led by fellow China LPGA Tour
campaigners and those from the equally-tough
Taiwan LPGA.

Sure, with six top 10 finishes in the CLPGA,
Suksukont was easily among the marked
players in the $80,000 event despite being a
first-timer in the country. And while the other
pre-tournament bets, including the local aces,
struggled and sputtered at one of the country’s
toughest courses in the first round, Suksukont
imposed her will early, birdying three of the
first four holes to seize control.

But it was her big recovery from a bogey and
a triple-bogey on Nos. 5 and 6 that somehow
hinted at the coming off a big weekend for the
22-year-old shotmaker from Phatum Thani.

While players of lesser stuff would wilt and fade
from those back-to-back miscues, Suksukont
fought back with a birdie on the seventh then
eagled the next to get back - not only into the
groove but also into the lead.

That ability to spring back from misfortunes
was also evident in the final round.

After blowing what had seemed to be a huge
four-stroke lead with a triple-bogey seven on
No. 9 that enabled Chonlada to draw level at
three-under overall, Suksukont came through
with back-to-back birdies from No. 10 to re-
establish control.

Chonlada did fight back with her own version of
birdies on Nos. 11 and 13, only to fall behind by

two again on her own undoing - bogeys on Nos.
15 and 16.

Two-up with two holes to go, Suksukont looked
headed for a trouble-free ascent to the crown,
only to dump her 9-iron tee-shot into the
greenside bunker of the par-3 17th. She made

a weak blast that hit the edge of the green and
back into the trap.

Bogey.

But as Chonlada - and the big gallery — braced
for a thrilling ending to what had been an
exciting duel, Suksukont did what she does best
- rebound in her typical emphatic fashion.

She birdied the difficult closing hole and won
by two.

“This (win) is memorable because I made it on
my first try,” said Suksukont, whose closing 72
gave her a five-under 211 total. She pocketed
$15,000 and led an impressive Thai sweep of
the top three places in the blue-ribbon event
co-sanctioned by China and Taiwan LPGA Tours
and Ladies Philippine Golf Tour.
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It was also her first win on the CLPGA
and it came on the heels of her triumph in
the Singha-Sat Toyota Championship on
the Thai domestic tour last June.

“Finally, I got a championship outside

of Thailand and my first CLPGA win,”
said Suksukont, who also kept the
crown which compatriot Saranporn
Langkulgasettrin won over Princess
Superal in 2016. “It’s an amazing feeling.
It happened so fast and I'm very happy.”

Suksukont nearly blew it after fumbling
on No. 9 where she needed three extra
shots to reach the green and signed for
afv.

“I hit it three times at the same place
beside the green. I chipped short twice
and the ball came back. I chipped for
the third time and missed the putt. I
didn’t think anything. If the tournament
is mine, I can make birdie,” recalled
Suksukont.

That mishap enabled Chonlada

to draw level but as it turned out,
Suksukont recoiled to claim her biggest
championship in a five-year pro career.
The victory also moved her to No. 4 in the
CLPGA Order of Merit derby.

Chonlada, 24, gunned down two birdies in
a solid frontside stint and tied Suksukont
at three-under overall, setting the stage
for a backside shootout between the two
Thai aces.

Make it three as Ploychompoo
Wirairungreung rallied from seven

down to within one off Suksukont with a
scorching six-under card after 14 holes.
But she bogeyed the 17th and finished
with a 67, sharing runner-up honors with
Chonlada, who wound up with a 70, at
213.

Korean Hwang Min-jeong birdied the final
hole to card a 71 and snatch fourth place
at 215, nipping Yuka Saso for low amateur
honors in China LPGA’s first overseas
event sponsored by ICTSI and organized
by Pilipinas Golf Tournaments, Inc.

With Chihiro Ikeda, who co-shared the

lead late in the second round en route to
a 70, losing her putting touch and poise
when it mattered most, Saso struck back
from a horrible 77 in the second round,
ramming in five birdies at the front to
rally from nine down to within two with
nine holes to play.

But the young Fil-Japanese wavered

at the back, hobbling with two bogeys
against a lone birdie for a 69 and a 217.
She ended up tied for sixth with Hsieh
Yu-Ling of Taiwan and Chinese Zhang
Jienalin, who matched par 72s.

Ikeda faltered with four bogeys in a
birdie-less 76 and wound up joint 12th at
219 with Taiwanese amateur Hung Jo-hua
(75), Thai Supakchaya Pattaranakrueang
(73) and Chinese Li Xiya (72).

Superal finally broke par with three
birdies in the last six holes but her
closing 69 could only net her a joint 17th
place finish at 220 while Pauline del
Rosario squandered a three-under card
after 11 holes with five bogeys in the last
seven holes. She wound up with a third
straight 74 for 23rd place at 222.

Cyna Rodriguez matched par 72 and tied
for 24th with Thais Mookharin Ladgratok
(70) and Numa Gulyanamitta (76) at 223.

Winning her first CLPGA title in her
first foray on local circuit, Suksukont
promised to come back and defend the
crown in 2018, hoping to put up another
three-day show of awesome shotmaking,
superb iron game and precision putting
- plus comebacks - from the young Thai
fighter.

LAYING on a short but tricky course,
Yupaporn Kawinpakorn knew she had a
chance. Only there lies a line of blocks to
hurdle - a fired-up Filipino crew, an equally
skilled bunch of Thai shotmakers - and the
wicked South Forbes wind.

Besides, there’s a long stretch of winless streak
on the local soil to deal with.

But the veteran campaigner bucked all the odds — and in the end
backed up her claim as the best in the fold - clinching the ICTSI
South Forbes Ladies Invitational crown via a two-stroke victory
over compatriot Chonlada Chayanun in Silang, Cavite.

“I knew I could win because the course is short,” said
Kawinpakorn, referring to the par-67 layout that however
proved a calvary of sort for the other bidders, most specifically
the local aces.

Ask Princess Superal, who birdied the last three holes in
impressive fashion in the second round to salvage a two-over 69,
force a tie with Kawinpakorn and set up what many had hoped
to be a fitting ending to a record 11-stage Ladies Philippine Golf
Tour.

Ask Chayanun, who gained a rare three-shot swing on one hole
to pull within three but ran out of holes in her comeback bid for
the crown and an end to another runner-up finish.

Ask the rest of the contenders, who faded one after the other
after getting ruffled by the wind that blew from all over, all day
in the final round.

But one player came out virtually unscathed from the ordeal.

“We really had to deal with the wind that blew from all
directions all tournament-long,” said Kawinpakorn, who closed
out with a 71 and took the crown on a five-over 206 aggregate.

The victory also proved to be a triumph of the spirit for a player
who last won here in 2007.

“I'm happy winning the trophy. It’s my second win in a decade,”
said Kawinpakorn, best remembered for her two-shot victory
over Malaysian Ainil Johani Abu Bakar in the Philippine Ladies
Open at The Country Club.

Her margin of latest victory actually didn’t reflect the way she
dominated the final round, most specifically Superal, whose
fiery second round windup sparked hopes for a big local
rebound following the Thais’ 1-2-3 finish in the centerpiece
Philippine Ladies Masters at the TCC.

But Kawinpakorn turned the final 18 holes into a victory walk,
taming the wind with her solid driving and superb iron play
and pulling away from Superal after 10 holes. She then edged
Chayanun by two despite double-bogeys in the last two holes to
pocket the top P150,000 purse from the top pot of P750,000.

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With Superal grappling with her balky putter, Kawinpakorn
stormed to a four-stroke lead with an even-par card after 10

- And it was a sorry finish for Superal, who had hoped for a big
KAWI N PA KO R N windup after that scorching windup in the second round. But

she failed to recover from a bogey-bogey miscue from No. 6 and
a double-bogey mishap on the par-3 No. 10, no thanks to shaky
putting that produced three-putts and a four-putt miscue.

She dropped another stroke on No. 13, double bogeyed the 15th
and wound up with a birdie-par-bogey finish for a 74, ending up
third at 209.

Chihiro Ikeda, five behind Kawinparkorn after 36 holes, blew

a one-under card after nine holes with a roller-coaster finish
marred by a double-bogey on the final hole. The Forest Hills leg
winner placed fourth with a 210 while Dottie Ardina failed to
live up to the pre-tournament hype as the LPGA and Symetra
Tour campaigner failed to follow up a second round 68 with a
73, marred by a triple bogey seven on the final hole. She ended
up fifth with a 211.

Pauline del Rosario also failed to recover from a poor start and
poor health, ending up at 10th with a 79 in a finish that marred
what was an otherwise successful rookie season that saw her
rack up four victories and run away with the coveted LPGT
Order of Merit crown.

But with Kawinpakorn recalling her fierce form and flashing
that winning feeling again, not even Ardina’s experience or
del Rosario’s winning streak could stop the Thai veteran from
ending a decade-long title spell and ending the LPGT fifth
season with another victory from the country’s toughest arch
rivals in the sport.

UISITA Golf and Country
Club is moving in the right
direction in its all-out bid to
regain former glory.

No less than the country’s
top professional golfers,
represented by the
Philippine Golf Tour, acknowledged Luisita
G&C’s unrelenting efforts by naming it
as the Best Host Venue for the PGT’s 2017
circuit sponsored by the International
Container Terminal Services, Inc.

It marked the second straight time the
course, spread inside the sprawling Central
Azucarera de Tarlac, was given such an
accolade and it couldn’t come at a better
time since Luisita is celebrating its 50th
anniversary this year.

“This distinction jumpstarts the whole year
of festivities for Luisita,” according to Jeric
Hechanova, in charge of the club’s marketing
and players’ affairs.

The 2016 award was understandable since
Luisita hosted two events that year. For the
2017 circuit, however, it was venue to only
the ICTSI Luisita Championship topped by
Miguel Tabuena in early May.

And yet Luisita was still chosen over other,
more state-of-the-art venues the local tour
has visited and played in.

“While there are more modern clubs today,
we are more than just happy to work with
the PGT when it requests us to host a
tournament,” was how Hechanova tried to
rationalize the award.

“We give the best possible hospitality. I think
that sets us apart from the rest,” offered
Hechanova.

That conviviality, turned into more concrete
form by the waiving of the green fees, free
breakfast and lunch on event days and the
availability of its huge sports function room
to act as free accommodation to participants,
may partly explain why Luisita was chosen.

But perhaps the biggest come-on should be
the course itself.

The only course originally designed in Asia
by Hall of Famer Robert Trent Jones Sr. and
renovated by his son and namesake, Luisita
remains as challenging today as it was when
it first opened.

With water as primary element to deal with,
the course plays longer and tougher than its
par-72, 7,042-yard layout and there lies the
challenge every golfer worth his salt wants
to conquer.

Hechanova said the award should serve as
additional spur for them to continue laboring
and bring Luisita back to its lofty place as
the Grand Dame of Philippine golf.

“Luisita is in championship condition, but we
would continue to strive for perfection,” said
Hechanova.

“She deserves nothing less.”
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Flags of nine countries are
silent witness to Luisita’s
all-out effort to provide
the men of the tour not
only a true test of golf but
also a venue which they
can call their home.
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To say that Philippine golf is on the rise
would be an understatement. For it

is swinging to high levels since ICTSI,
answering the government’s call for
support during the 23rd Southeast Asian
Games in 2005, took over and turned the
sport into what it is today.

From jungolf to amateurs to ladies

and pros, the global port management
leader has been at the forefront of golf
development, boosting each level's
programs with sustained tournaments
before focusing on the ladies and pros the
last few years.

In fact, the Pilipinas Golf Tournaments,
Inc., organizer of the various ICTSI-
sponsored tours, including its flagship
circuit, the Philippine Golf Tour, has linked
up with the top ladies tours in the region,
including the Taiwan LPGA and the China
LPGA while launching a new men’s circuit
in the region - the PGT Asia, its inaugural
season fittingly capped by the staging

of the 100 Philippine Open through the
sanctioning National Golf Association of
the Philippines.

With the right program, vision and links,
Philippine golf is indeed swinging in
rhythm.
